Abstract

The article is a historical account of some crucial philosoph-
ical investigations within the Lvov-Warsaw School and the as-
sessment of Franz Brentano’s role, an «apostate of philosophy»,
in inspiring these investigations. Brentano sought to overcome
the gap between philosophy and science and, subsequently, be-
tween philosophical method and scientific method. By medium
of Kazimierz Twardowski, Brentano’s approach to method was,
in its main aspects, inherited by the whole Lvov-Warsaw School.
In connection with this approach, a number of further prob-
lems emerged: what is the role of natural language in science, is
it apt to philosophizing, how to avoid terminological chaos on
the one hand and pragmatically unjustified «symbolomania» on
the other? In the article some tentative solutions, proposed by the
theorists of the Lvov-Warsaw School, are concisely presented.

Abstract

Stanistaw Lesniewski defined a universal as a general object
that possesses only those properties, which are common to all the
individual objects, corresponding to it. By defining so, Le$niewski
came to infer that general objects cannot exist at all. The author of
the article claims Le$niewski’s proof for non-existence of univer-
sals rests on serious misunderstanding of their nature. The author
argues that universals are not necessarily «objects». Moreover
crucial concepts of «possession», «property», «common», and
«unique» involved in Lesniewski’s definition of general objects
are at least debatable. Thus the proof already comes apart as it
starts.

Abstract

The article deals with the place of the phenomenon of at-
tention in Husserl’s Logical Investigations. Originals of the first
(1901) and the second (1913) editions of LI, as well as translation
of Molchanov (2011) have been used. Productive and reproduc-
tive modes of attention in Mill’s theory of abstraction criticized by
Husserl have been revealed. The concept of mitbeachten, which
occurred in § 21 of the Second Investigation is analyzed in detail.
It is emphasized that even in Husserl (and not only in Gurvich
and Merleau-Ponty) attention demonstrates an important feature
of absorption (das Aufgehen) which differentiates attention from
intentional experience.

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«ZEIT - DAS IN-DER-WELT-SEIN - VERSTEHEN>» -
KREIS DER ONTOLOGIE DES ZUHANDENEN

Abstract

This paper is dedicated to the analysis of Heidegger’s «tran-
scendental» consideration of Being as the condition of the pos-
sibility of the openness of Beingness to the cognition. On the base
of the textual analysis (the analysis of the ecstatic temporality) the
author demonstrates that Heidegger’s question concerning the
access to the Beingness remains within the bounds of the tran-
scendental statement of the question.

Keywords: phenomenology, ontology, care, Dasein, time,
temporality, ecstatic temporality, Existenz.

Der innere Sinn und das Hauptziel der Philosophie M. Hei-
deggers bestanden darin, die Frage nach dem Sein zu explizieren,
einen Zugang zum Sein selbst zu finden, indem es von falschen
Begriffsauslegungen befreit wird, wobei die bei der Fragestellung
gebithrend tiberdachte Zeit als duflerste ontologische Grundlage
fungiert. Die Heideggersche ontologische Wende ist in erster
Linie mit der Offenbarung der ontologischen Rolle der Zeit ver-
bunden.

Wenn man die Meinung vertritt, dass der Ubergang vom
klassischen zum postklassischen Philosophieren gerade mit der
Figur Heideggers zusammenhingt, scheint es zweckmiflig, ei-
nerseits den Zusammenhang mit der Tradition und andererseits
das Neue, das Heidegger mit seinem fundamental-ontologischen
Projekt vorlegt, festzustellen. Obwohl Heidegger die wesentli-
chen Arbeitsinstrumente der transzendental-kritischen Analyse
(Apriori, Bedingungen der Moglichkeit, Form, Struktur) beibe-
halt, nimmt er durchaus beachtenswerte Anderungen vor.

Man findet bei Heidegger viele «Spuren» der transzenden-
talen Philosophie, aber die Grundspur liegt in der Prioritdt der
zeitlichen Problematik bei der Analyse des Daseins.

Der Gegenstand unserer textologischen Analyse ist die Hei-
deggersche «transzendentale» Abhandlung des Seins als Bedin-
gung der Moglichkeit von Offenheit des Seienden der Erkenntnis
sowie die Demonstration dessen, dass Heidegger, wenn er das
Problem des Zugangs zum Seienden anspricht, im Rahmen der
transzendentalen Fragestellung bleibt.

Zunichst einige einleitende Bemerkungen: Im ersten Teil von Sein
und Zeit wird Dasein als In-der-Welt-Sein und Sorge interpretiert, im
zweiten Teil wird der zeitlichen Struktur der Sorge auf den Grund ge-
gangen, die die Ganzheit von Dasein zum Ausdruck bringt und drei we-
sentliche Momente vereint: 1) Sich-vorweg-schon-sein; 2) schon-sein-in
(einer Welt); 3) sein als Sein-bei (innerweltlich begegnendem Seienden).

Diese beiden Teile erweisen sich jedoch nur als Vorarbeit, die not-
wendigerweise dem dritten Teil — «Zeit und Sein» — vorausgeschickt
wird. Bekanntlich blieb «Sein und Zeit» unvollendet, die am Anfang ge-
stellte Aufgabe, den Sinn des Seins aufzukldren, bereitete derart grofie
Schwierigkeiten, dass das Hauptwerk Heideggers nicht so weit geht,
dass es direkt zum Sinn des Seins gelangte, sondern es schlief3t mit der
Frage ab:

«Fiihrt ein Weg von der urspriinglichen Zeit zum Sinn des Seins? Of-
fenbart sich die Zeit selbst als Horizont des Seins?»>

Die Unvollstindigkeit des gegebenen Werks ist eine duflerst wichtige
Tatsache, die mit dem Schicksal von «Sein und Zeit» zusammenhéngt.
Plangemaif3 sollte die Arbeit laut §8 in der Einleitung aus zwei in je drei
Teile gegliederten Banden bestehen. Der veroffentlichte Text entspricht
nur den ersten zwei Teilen aus dem ersten Band, und das bedeutet, dass
lediglich die vorlaufige Untersuchung des Daseins durchgefithrt wurde.
Dabei wurde im ersten Teil («Die vorbereitende Fundamentalanalyse
des Daseins») sozusagen die «statische» strukturelle Beschreibung des
Daseins gegeben; im zweiten Teil («Dasein und Zeitlichkeit») wird ge-
zeigt, wie diese Strukturen als temporale interpretiert werden sollen;
und schliefllich, der dritte Teil («Zeit und Sein») hitte den Begriff Da-
sein direkt aufkldren und zeigen sollen, «daf und wie im rechtgesehenen
und rechtexplizierten Phanomen der Zeit die zentrale Problematik aller
Ontologie verwurzelt ist»®. «Wie» zentral die Zeit ist, zeigt Heidegger
mittels Beschreibung und Auslegung des Daseins.

Der Sinn des Seins besteht laut § 2 der Einleitung im Ziel des Fra-
gens. Jedes Fragen hat sein Gefragtes. Das Fragen ist auf die eine oder
andere Weise ein Hinfragen, in dem etwas befragt wird. Auf diese Weise
hat das Fragen sein Befragtes. Im Gefragten als «eigentlich Intendierten»
besteht das Erfragte, das eben zum Ziel des Fragens fiihrt. In der Frage
des Gefragten nach dem Sein besteht das Sein selbst: Das Erfragte der
Seinsfrage ist das Seiende, das nach seinem Sein gefragt wird, und dabei
das bestimmte Seiende, «das wir selbst je sind und das unter anderem
die Seinsmoglichkeit des Fragens hat»*, d. h. das Dasein, das Erfragte
ist dementsprechend der Sinn von Sein. Das Sein als Gefragtes und der
Sinn von Sein als Erfragtes fordern ihre eigene Art und Weise der Auf-

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deckung, die verschieden von der Art und Weise des Erfassens des Sei-
enden ist. Da aber das Sein das Sein des Seienden ist, erweisen sich das
Befragte und Erfragte in der Frage nach dem Sein als das Seiende. So
bereitet Heidegger den Boden fiir seinen Versuch der Seinsaufklirung
vor, indem er das Dasein als jenes «Da» beschreibt, wo das Sein sich
selbst zeigt. Um den Zugang zum Sein zu erhalten, ist es demzufolge
notwendig das Fragende nach dem Sein des Seienden — dem Dasein —
aufzuklédren. Priifen heift, die Bedingungen priifen, die wirksam sein
mussen, damit es Sinn gibt. Sein und Zeit hat zur Aufgabe, den Sinn
von Sein herzustellen und Heidegger spricht die Frage nach ihm an, ehe
er sich dem Sein selbst zuwendet. Ahnlich der Kantischen Philosophie
stellt die fundamentale Ontologie Heideggers die Frage nach den Bedin-
gungen der Moglichkeit, einen Gegenstand des Fragens zu erkennen,
bevor man den Gegenstand selbst ins Visier nimmt. Nebenbei sei an-
gemerkt, dass der transzendentale Charakter der fundamentalen Onto-
logie Heideggers sich noch darin zeigt, dass die allgemeinte Frage nach
dem Sein (ontologisches Thema) erst mit der Frage nach dem Vollzug
des Daseins beginnen kann, da das ontologische Thema sich methodo-
logisch durch den Versuch entfaltet, die Frage nach der Welt als einer
konkreten Grundlage der Subjektivitit zu stellen, und dieser Versuch
ist seinem Wesen nach formal (diese Frage kann als Frage nach der
Form, d.h. als einer eigentlich apriorischen Bedingung des Vollzugs des
Daseins als etwas Wirklichen, verstanden werden). In diesem Fall be-
steht die Spezifik der allgemeinen Frage nach dem Sein darin, dass sie
in erster Linie auf den Vollzug des Seins von Dasein gerichtet ist, und in
diesem Sinne fungiert das Dasein als ein methodologischer Horizont fiir
die Stellung des ontologischen Themas selbst. Die Frage nach dem Sein
entspringt daher dem Verstdndnis des Seins als einer ihrem Wesen nach
eben transzendentalen GrofSe (als Form).

Der erste und zweite Teil von Sein und Zeit stellen also die Analyse
des Befragten (Dasein) dar, indem sie vom Gefragten (Sein) ausgehen.
Die Untersuchung gelangt jedoch nicht, wie bereits erwédhnt, zum Er-
fragten (Sinn des Seins). Die Forschung erreicht ihr Ziel nicht, deswegen
erklart Heidegger am Ende des zweiten Teils: «Die Herausstellung
der Seinsverfassung des Daseins bleibt aber gleichwohl nur ein Weg»,
wihrend das Ziel «die Ausarbeitung der Seinsfrage iiberhaupt»® ist.
Nachdem die Zeitlichkeit als Sinn des Seins des Daseins erfasst wurde,
bleibt nur der entscheidende Schritt: von der Zeitlichkeit des Daseins,
d.h. jedes seinverstehenden Seienden, zur urspriinglichen Zeitigungs-
weise der Zeit. In § 8 formuliert Heidegger die Aufgabe folgendermafien:
es «bedarf ... einer urspriinglichen Explikation der Zeit als Horizont des
Seinsverstindnisses aus der Zeitlichkeit als Sein des seinverstehenden
Daseins»®. Im letzten Paragraphen des zweiten Teils fragt Heidegger:
«Wie ist erschliefSendes Verstehen von Sein daseinsmdfSig tiberhaupt

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maglich?»”. Das Dasein versteht das Sein; als urspriingliche Seinsverfas-
sung des Daseins figuriert die Zeitlichkeit.

«Demnach muf eine urspriingliche Zeitigungsweise der ekstatischen
Zeitlichkeit selbst den ekstatischen Entwurf von Sein tiberhaupt ermégli-
chen. Wie ist dieser Zeitigungsmodus der Zeitlichkeit zu interpretieren?
Fithrt ein Weg von der urspriinglichen Zeit zum Sinn des Seins?»%.

Es soll auf diese Art und Weise, nach Zeit und Sein gefragt werden.
Das obige Zitat schlief3t das unvollstindige Hauptwerk Heideggers Sein
und Zeit ab. Die Absicht Heideggers, der Metaphysik ihre Grundlagen
durch die fundamentale Ontologie zuriickzugeben, die Lehre vom Sein
und seinen Rechten wiederherzustellen, scheitert.

Der Weg von Sein und Zeit fihrt allerdings nicht direkt zum Ziel,
die Forschung bewegt sich mal vorwérts, mal riickwirts, einen gewissen
Kreis beschreibend. Auch Heidegger selbst merkt im Laufe seiner Ar-
beit hédufig an, dass die Forschung tiber die Frage nach dem Sein Kreise
zieht. Eine gewaltige Arbeit vollbracht, kehrt Heidegger am Ende seines
Buches wieder zu den Fragen zuriick, die am Anfang der Forschung ge-
stellt wurden und von denen er sich leiten lief3, aber auch zu jenen, die
im Laufe der Arbeit entstanden sind. Als wiirde ein erheblicher Zweifel
ihn zwingen, zu diesen Fragen ausgehend vom zuriickgelegten Weg zu-
riickzukehren. Ein Jahr spater nach der Beendigung der Textarbeit zu
Sein und Zeit stellt sich Heidegger in der Vorlesungsreihe Die Grund-
probleme der Phdanomenologie im Sommersemester 1927 die Aufgabe,
einen Weg von der Zeit zum Sinn des Seins zu finden, zu den friiher
formulierten Problemen zuriickzukehren und so den ersten Band von
Sein und Zeit mit einer vollstandig entfalteten Ontologie abzuschlieflen.
Dennoch werden auch diesmal die Vorlesungen kurz vor dem Beginn
der versprochenen Untersuchung abgebrochen.

Im Zusammenhang mit der am Anfang gestellten Aufgabe wenden
wir uns also diesen zwei Texten — Sein und Zeit und Die Grundprobleme
der Phdnomenologie zu.

Das innerweltliche Seiende
und die Struktur des «Worum-willens»

Die Voranalyse des Daseins ist vor allem mit der Explikation dessen
verbunden, was das Sein in einer Welt bedeutet. Das In-der-Welt-Sein
ist eine der Bestimmungen von Existenz selbst, d.h. eine Seinsweise des
Daseins, die auf den Umstand hinweist, dass beides, das Selbst und die
Welt, als Dasein eins sind. Auf dieser Stufe erscheint das In-der-Welt-
Sein als eine «urspriinglich und stindig ganze Struktur»’, die jedoch die
phédnomenale Vielfiltigkeit der Verfassung entdeckt. Die Existenzialien
stellen einzelne Aspekte dieser Vielfiltigkeit dar, die einen einheitlichen
Blick auf das Ganze als solches verdecken, hinsichtlich dessen Heide-

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gger die Frage formuliert: «Wie ist existenzial-ontologisch die Ganzheit
des aufgezeigten Strukturganzen zu bestimmen?»'°. Heidegger schreibt
weiter:

«Zugénglich wird uns das Sein des Daseins, das ontologisch das Struk-
turganze als solches trigt, in einem vollen Durchblick durch dieses Ganze
auf ein urspriinglich einheitliches Phanomen, das im Ganzen schon liegt,
so daf} es jedes Strukturmoment in seiner strukturalen Moglichkeit onto-
logisch fundiert»'.

Dieses urspriinglich einheitliche Phénomen, das in sich die ein-
heitliche existenziale Vielheit einigt, nennt Heidegger Sorge, die nicht
irgendeinen separaten Aspekt des Daseins, sondern es in seiner ganzen
Fiille umreifit. An dieser Stelle soll man auf mindestens zwei wichtige
Momente, die mit dem Verstindnis des Begriffs «Sorge» verbunden
sind, hinweisen.

Erstens hat die Sorge einen apriorisch-ontologischen Sinn, was ihre
Umwandlung in etwas Allgemeines bedeutet (wir sorgen uns nicht zu-
weilen und gelegentlich, sondern immer). Der ontologische Sinn hat
den Charakter einer transzendentalen «Allgemeinheit», wodurch «der
Boden vorgegeben wird, auf dem sich jede ontisch-weltanschauliche
Daseinsauslegung bewegt»'?, das Apriori der Sorge wird offensichtlich,
wenn man beriicksichtigt, dass sie der Frage nach der Ganzheit des
Seins in einer Welt als einer formalen Grundlage entspringt. Ein solches
ontologisches Strukturelles (Sorge ist die gemeinsame Wurzel von drei
Seinsstrukturen des Daseins: Existenzialitat, Faktizitit und Verfallen)
des Begriffs Sorge entsteht durch die Formalisierung des ontischen
Sinns der Sorge. Heidegger schreibt:

«Der Titel “Besorgen” hat zundchst seine vorwissenschaftliche Bedeu-
tung und kann besagen: etwas ausfithren, erledigen, “ins Reine bringen”.
Der Ausdruck kann auch meinen: sich etwas besorgen im Sinne von “sich
etwas verschaffen” Ferner gebrauchen wir den Ausdruck auch noch in einer
charakteristischen Wendung: ich besorge, daf$ das Unternehmen mifllingt.
“Besorgen” meint hier so etwas wie befiirchten»'3.

Der Ausdruck «Besorgen» ist nach Heidegger im Gegenteil, als on-
tologischer Terminus (Existenzial) fiir die Bezeichnung des Seins eines
moglichen In-der-Welt-Seins notwendig. Der Unterschied zwischen
dem ontologischen und dem ontischen Sinn des Terminus «Sorge» be-
steht darin, dass der erste apriorisch, wihrend der zweite aposteriorisch
ist. Die Sorge im apriorischen Sinn ist, in den Termini des klassischen
Transzendentalismus, eine gewissermafSen apriorische Erfahrung. Die
Prozedur des «Aufstiegs» vom ontischen zum ontologischen Begriff

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nennt Heidegger eine apriorisch-ontologische «Verallgemeinerung»'*.
Auf diese Art und Weise ist der apriorisch-ontologische Begriff der
Sorge ein solcher, der der existenzialen «Vielheit» der Seinsverfassung
des Daseins zugrunde liegt. An dieser Stelle kann man nicht anders als
der Meinung von A.G. Tchernjakov beistimmen, dass die Sorge in Bezug
auf das System der Existenzialen die gleiche Rolle spielt wie die trans-
zendentale Einheit der Apperzeption in Bezug auf das Kategoriensystem
in Kritik der reinen Vernunft.

Zweitens kann man im Terminus «Sorge» ein praktisches Motiv fest-
stellen, das der transzendentalen Ontologie Heideggers den Charakter
der praktischen Philosophie verleiht. Da die ontologische Erkenntnis
von Heidegger nicht als Urteil, sondern als titiges Verhalten begriffen
wird, kann die Sorge als praktische Tatigkeit ausgelegt werden. Das
Praktisch-Tatige schliefit jedoch das Theoretische mit ein, jedes theo-
retische Verhalten zum Seienden aber ist im Verhalten des ungleichgiil-
tigen Besorgens fundiert. Dementsprechend bedeutet die Sorge nicht
den Vorrang des Praktischen vor dem Theoretischen:

«Die Sorge liegt als urspriingliche Strukturganzheit existenzial-aprio-
risch ,vor‘ [jedem] ... Dasein. Das Phdanomen driickt daher keineswegs
einen Vorrang des “praktischen” Verhaltens vor dem theoretischen aus.
... “Theorie” und “Praxis” sind Seinsméglichkeiten eines Seienden, dessen
Sein als Sorge bestimmt werden muf3»*.

Dieser Aspekt erfordert eine ndhere Betrachtung. Bekanntlich ist das
Dasein stets «draufSen» beim begegnenden Seienden auf die urspriing-
liche Weise des eigenen Seins. Heidegger bewegt sich vom Seienden,
inmitten dessen wir uns befinden, zu den fundamentalen Bedingungen
der Moglichkeit einer solchen Begegnung (transzendentales Motiv).
Heidegger nennt das Seiende, das uns in der Welt begegnet, das inner-
weltliche Seiende, merkt aber gleichwohl dabei an, dass Weltlichkeit
keine ontologische Eigenschaft des Letzteren ist, da lediglich das Dasein
ontologisch als weltlich (Struktur des In-der-Welt-Sein) bestimmt ist.

«Dieses Seiende begegnet uns im alltdglich besorgenden Umgang mit
ihm. Dieser Umgang mit dem zunéchst begegnenden Seienden ist als exi-
stierendes Verhalten des Daseins zu Seiendem fundiert in der Grundver-
fassung der Existenz, dem In-der-Welt-sein. Das Seiende, mit dem wir um-
gehen, begegnet demnach als innerweltliches Seiendes».'®

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Dieses néchstliegende Seiende, das uns angeht, hat die Seinsver-
fassung des Zeugs. Im Weiteren fragt Heidegger: Wie ist die Weise des
Seins des Zeugs, die das Zeug zum Zeug macht? Die Seinsverfassung
des Zeugs ist nicht einfach vorhanden, sondern im ontologischen Sinn
genommen ist das Zeug das Zeug-fiir: «Zeug ist wesenhaft “etwas, um
zu..”»". Zum Sein des Zeugs gehort immer das Ganze der Zeuge, «das
Zeug begegnet immer innerhalb eines Zeugzusammenhangs»'®. Das
Ganze eines solchen Seienden, dessen ontologisch erste Bestimmtheit
nicht sein «Was», sondern «Um-zu», «Zeug-zum» ist, nennt Heidegger
Gesamtheit des Zuhandenen. Das Zuhandensein ist im Unterschied
zum Vorhandensein — zur einfachen Anwesenheit einer Sache als eines
unbestimmten Etwas — die Seinsweise des Zeugs, in dem es sich als sich
selbst auffindet:

«Zuhandenheit ist die ontologisch-kategoriale Bestimmung von Sei-
endem, wie es “an sich” ist»*.

Mit dieser Feststellung warnt Heidegger auch davor, dass die Zu-
handenheit «jedoch nicht als blofler Auffassungscharakter verstanden
werden [darf], als wiirden dem zunéchst begegnenden “Seienden” solche
“Aspekte” aufgeredet, als wiirde ein zunéchst an sich vorhandener Welt-
stoff in dieser Weise “subjektiv gefarbt”»*. Nichtdestotrotz schreibt er,
«Zuhandenes “gibt es” doch nur auf dem Grunde von Vorhandenem», —
und fragt weiter: «Folgt aber ... hieraus, dafy Zuhandenheit ontologisch
in Vorhandenheit fundiert ist?»* Von der Antwort auf diese Frage héngt
ab, was nun ontologisch urspriinglicher ist: unser praktischer oder the-
oretischer Zugang zu den Sachen.

Was macht die spezifischen Ziige des Zeugs aus?

«Jedes einzelne Zeug ist seinem Wesen nach ein Zeug-zum... Jedes
Zeug hat den immanenten Bezug auf das, wozu es ist, was es ist. Es ist
immer etwas um-zu, verweisend auf ein Wozu. Die spezifische Struktur des
Zeugs ist durch einen Zusammenhang des Um-zu konstituiert. Jedes be-
stimmte Zeug hat als solches zu einem bestimmten anderen Zeug einen be-
stimmten Bezug. ... Mit jedem Seienden, das wir als Zeug entdecken, hat es
eine bestimmte Bewandtnis. Der Zusammenhang des Um-zu ist ein Ganzes
von Bewandtnisbeziigen. Diese Bewandtnis ... ist nicht eine dem Ding an-
geheftete Eigenschaft, auch nicht eine Beziehung, die es erst aufgrund des
Vorhandenseins eines anderen hat ... die Bewandtnis ... ist gerade das, was
das Ding zu dem macht, was es ist. ...die Bewandtnisganzheit, die engere
oder weitere — Zimmer, Wohnung, Siedlung, Dorf, Stadt — ist das Primdre,
innerhalb dessen bestimmtes Seiendes als dieses so und so Seiende ist, wie
es ist, und dementsprechend sich zeigt».?

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Die Ziige des Zeugs werden dadurch konstituiert, was Bewandtnis
heif3t, d.h. durch die Felder der Verweise und Hinweise: Um-zu. Das Sei-
ende als Zeug begegnet als das, was es an sich ist, nur wenn das Dasein
im Voraus in dieses Feld involviert ist und im Voraus die Bewandtnis
versteht. Auf diese Art und Weise wird das Zuhandene nicht durch die
Anwesenheit einer Sache fiir das Bewusstsein, sondern durch seinen
Entwurf in Bezug auf die Bewandtnis in ihrer Wechselbeziehung be-
stimmt, die Heidegger Bewendenlassen nennt. Bewandtnis bedeutet,
dass eine Sache, die wir benutzen, immer auf eine bestimmte Weise be-
wandt ist: Dieses Seiende ist «Um-zu». Wie es um das Zuhandene steht,
wird jedes Mal aus der Ganzheit der Bewandtnis angeordnet. Die Ganz-
heit der Bewandtnis ersteigt aber schliefllich zum gleichen «Wofiir»,
das keine Bewandtnis mehr haben kann und das nicht langer fiir etwas
Anderes dienen kann. Und dieses urspriingliche «Wofiir» nennt Hei-
degger «Worum-willen» und ein solches «Um-willen» beriihrt nur das
Sein des Daseins, «dem es in seinem Sein wesenhaft um dieses Sein
selbst geht»?. Die Verhiltnisse des «Um-zu» haben ihre Grundlage im
«Worum-willen».

«Sie sind nur verstanden, wenn das Dasein so etwas wie das Umwillen
seiner selbst versteht. Es versteht als existierendes dergleichen wie ein ,um-
willen seiner selbst’, weil sein eigenes Sein dadurch bestimmt ist, daf} es
dem Dasein als existierendem in seinem Sein um sein Seinkénnen geht.
Nur sofern das Umwillen eines Seinkonnens verstanden ist, wird derglei-
chen wie ein Um-zu (Bewandtnisbezug) enthillbar».?*

Das «Worum-willen» ist die Bestimmung der Existenz von Dasein,
kraft dessen das Dasein es so oder so bewenden kann und jedes Mal es
so oder so bewandt zu sein erlaubte, d.h. die Struktur der Vorbestim-
mung im Verstidndnis entdeckt hat:

«Das auf Bewandtnis hin freigegebene Je-schon-haben-bewenden-
lassen ist ein apriorisches Perfekt, das die Seinsart des Daseins selbst
charakterisiert. Das ontologisch verstandene Bewendenlassen ist vorgén-
gige Freigabe des Seienden auf seine innerumweltliche Zuhandenheit.
Aus dem Wobei des Bewendenlassens her ist das Womit der Bewandtnis
freigegeben»®.

Auf diese Art und Weise ist das «Worum-willen» die apriorische
Bedingung der Begegnung mit dem innerweltlichen Seienden als Zu-
handenen.

Horizontales Schema
und die ekstatische Dreieinigkeit der Zeitlichkeit

Die Moglichkeit des Zugangs zum Seienden ist anscheinend in der
Struktur des «Worum-willens» verwurzelt, die die existenziale Be-

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stimmtheit des Daseins darstellt. Wie aber schon erwihnt, liegt der exis-
tenzialen «Vielheit» die Sorge zugrunde, die als einheitliches Phinomen
auftritt, das die Ganzheit dem Strukturganzen der Existenz verleiht. Es
ergibt sich, dass die Sorge als fundamentale Bedingung fir die Begeg-
nung mit dem innerweltlichen Seienden fungiert, und diese Sorge be-
stimmt Heidegger als Sich-vorweg-schon-sein-in (einer Welt) als Sein-
bei (innerweltlich begegnendem Seienden).

In der Beschreibung der Sorge geht Heidegger zur zeitlichen Sprache
tiber. Drei Aspekte der Sorge entsprechen drei Zeitdimensionen: der
Zukunft (Sich-vorweg-sein), der Gewesenheit (Faktizitit) und der Ge-
genwart (Geworfenheit). Die Einheit des Daseins beruht auf der Sorge,
die Einheit deren ihrerseits in der Zeitlichkeit gegriindet ist: «Die ur-
spriingliche Einheit der Sorgestruktur liegt in der Zeitlichkeit»*. Da das
Dasein das In-der-Welt-Sein ist und die Grundverfassung des Daseins
in der Zeitlichkeit besteht, griindet der «Umgang mit innerweltlichem
Seienden ... in einer bestimmten Zeitlichkeit des In-der-Welt-seins»*.

Die zuhandene Sache entwirft stets das Verweisfeld des «Um-zu».

«Wir lassen es beim Hammern mit etwas bewenden. Wobei wir es be-
wenden lassen, ist das, wozu das Zeug als solches bestimmt ist... Des Wozu
sind wir im Gebrauch des Zeugs gewdrtig».*

Das Dasein befindet sich in Erwartung des kommenden, durch
einen strukturellen Moment der Sorge ausgedriickten «Sich-vorweg-
sein». Das Dasein muss sich vorweg sein, um das « Worum-willen» und
«Um-zu» zu erméglichen.

«Des Wozu gewdrtig, behalten wir das Womit im Auge; es ins Auge fas-
send, verstehen wir erst das Zeug als Zeug in seinem spezifischen Bewandt-
nisbezug. Das Bewendenlassen, d. h. das Verstidndnis von Bewandtnis, das
einen Zeuggebrauch tiberhaupt ermoglicht, ist ein behalten des Gewdr-
tigen, in welchem das Zeug als dieses bestimmte gegenwidrtigt wird»>.

Auf diese Weise befindet sich das Dasein in Erwartung des kom-
menden «Wozu» (Zukunft) und halt das «Wodurch» zurtick, das nur
von der Ganzheit der Bewandtnis (Vergangenes) ausgehend verstanden
werden kann. In diesem zuriickgehaltenen «Gegenwirtigen» begegnet
das Zeug und wird in die Gegenwart als etwas Bestimmtes involviert.
Heidegger folgert weiter:

«Das Bewendenlassen als Verstehen von Bewandtnis ist derjenige Ent-
wurf, der dem Dasein allererst das Licht gibt, in dessen Helle derglechen
wie Zeug begegnet»*.

Das urspriingliche Sich-Entwerfen in Richtung dessen, woher das
«Um-zu» sich vollzieht, diese urspriingliche Offnung nennt Heidegger

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«ekstatische Zeitlichkeit» des Daseins. Die Struktur des «In-der-Welt-
Sein» wird von Heidegger als eine gegenseitige Offenheit und Verbun-
denheit des Daseins und der Gegenstdndlichkeit ausgelegt. Deswegen
ist die Gegenstindlichkeit, auf die das Dasein sich projiziert, nicht nur
entdeckt, in dieser Erschlossenheit des dem besorgenden Dasein be-
gegnenden Seienden besteht sein vorausgehendes vorpridikatives Ver-
stdndnis. Mit anderen Worten, das Seiende kann nur dann entdeckt
werden, wenn das Dasein des Seienden bereits entdeckt wurde, wenn
das Dasein es versteht (darin besteht Heideggers Gleichsetzung des
Seins mit dem Seinsverstidndnis). Das Projekt, der Entwurf und die Er-
schlossenheit sind auf der Grundlage von einander mdglich: Das Sei-
ende ist stets fiir das entwerfende, projizierende Dasein offen, aber an-
dererseits ist der Entwurf nur dank der Offenheit des Seienden moglich.

«Das im Verstehen Erschlossene, das Verstandene ist immer schon so
zugdnglich, dafl an ihm sein ,als was ausdriicklich abgehoben werden kann.
Das “Als” macht die Struktur der Ausdriicklichkeit eines Verstandenen
aus»3L,

Aus dem bereits Verstandenen, aus der Bewandtnis, in der das Da-
sein sich selbst immer schon antrifft, befreit sich eine separate («Als»)
Vorbestimmung des Zeugs, «Wodurch» das Entworfene vollzogen
werden kann. Das Verstindnis der Bewandtnis hat eine zeitliche Verfas-
sung, die auf eine gewisse noch urspriinglichere Zeitlichkeit hinweist,
die der Struktur der Sorge unter-liegt und enthiillt sich im Grunde ge-
nommen als ihr ontologischer Sinn.

Was bedeutet Sinn? Erstens ist Sinn ein Existenzial des Daseins,
«nicht eine Eigenschaft, die am Seienden haftet, “hinter” ihm liegt oder
als “Zwischenreich” irgendwo schwebt»*. Da der Sinn nur das Dasein
«hat», kann er verstindig und verstdndnislos sein. «Das besagt: sein
eigenes Sein und das mit diesem erschlossene Seiende kann im Ver-
stdndnis zugeeignet sein oder dem Unverstindnis versagt bleiben»®.
Zweitens, «Sinn ist das, durch Vorhabe, Vorsicht und Vorgriff struktu-
rierte Woraufhin des Entwurfs, aus dem her etwas als etwas verstind-
lich wird»*. D. h. Sinn ist urspriinglich mit dem Entwerfen, Projizieren
verbunden. Das Verstehen hat eine existenziale Struktur des Entwurfs.
Im Entwurf des Verstehens ist das Seiende in seinen Mdoglichkeiten ge-
offnet.

«Wenn innerweltliches Seiendes mit dem Sein des Daseins entdeckt,
das heifSt zu Verstdndnis gekommen ist, sagen wir, es hat Sinn. Verstanden
aber ist, streng genommen, nicht der Sinn, sondern das Seiende, bzw. das
Sein. Sinn ist das, worin sich Versténdlichkeit von etwas hélt».*

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Um mit dem Zeugzusammenhang umgehen zu konnen, muss das
Dasein etwas der Bewandtnis Ahnliches verstehen, um die Sinne des
Seienden (Zuhandenes und Vorhandenes) zu unterscheiden, muss die
Welt fiir das Dasein entdeckt sein. Die urspriingliche Erschlossenheit ist
die Dreieinigkeit der Ekstasen der Zeit: Zukunft, Gewesenheit, Gegen-
wart. Wir erinnern uns, dass Sinn «das Worauthin des priméren Ent-
wurfs, aus dem her etwas als das, was es ist, in seiner Moglichkeit be-
griffen werden kann»*%, bedeutet. Sinn als das strukturelle Moment der
Existenz ist eine Seite dessen, wie es im Sein des Daseins um ihn selbst
steht, wie das Dasein sein Verstehen in Richtung seiner Moglichkeiten
entwirft. Desweiteren ist Sinn das verstehende Entwerfen in Richtung
dessen, woher jedes Mal das Um-zu geschieht, Freisetzung der Struktur
des «Wofiir». Was bedeutet in diesem Fall der Sinn der Sorge?

«Den Sinn der Sorge herausstellen, heif$t dann: den der urspriingli-
chen existenzialen Interpretation des Daseins zugrundeliegenden und sie
leitenden Entwurf so verfolgen, dafl in seinem Entworfenen dessen Wor-
aufhin sichtbar wird. Das Entworfene ist das Sein des Daseins und zwar
erschlossen in dem, was es als eigentliches Ganzseinkénnen konstituiert».*”

Die Sorge ist die Grundlage oder Bedingung des Entwerfens jeden
Sinns als solchen.

Der Sinn der Sorge ist also in der Zeitlichkeit, das Wesenhafte der
Zeitlichkeit — in der Einheit der Ekstasen: «Zeitlichkeit ist das urspriing-
liche “AufSer-sich” an und fiir sich selbst»*. Die Zeit einigt die in sich
einheitliche Struktur des Daseins, sie ist das Zeitigen der Zeitigung,
als welche sie die Konstitution der Struktur der Sorge ermdéglicht. Wie
man sieht, sind Sorge und Dasein durch die Zeit moglich, auf irgendeine
Weise ist Zeit «urspriinglicher» als Dasein. Betrachten wir jedoch die
ekstatische Struktur der Zeitlichkeit. Die Phinomene der Zukunft (Sich-
vorweg-sein), der Gewesenheit (Schon-sein-in) und des Gegenwirtigen
(Sein-bei) heiflen Ekstasen der Zeitlichkeit. Die buchstibliche Uberset-
zung des Wortes «Ekstase» lautet «iiber-schreiten», «Verziickung». Mit
dem Terminus des Ekstatischen weist Heidegger auf die Grundverfas-
sung der Zeitlichkeit hin. Die Ekstase ist die Entriickung-zu, der Vektor
des Entwurfs.

«Das Wesenhafte der Zukunft liegt in dem Auf-sich-zukommen, das
Wesenhafte der Gewesenheit im Zuriick-zu und das Wesenhafte der Ge-
genwart im Sichaufhalten bei, d.h. im Sein-bei. Diese Charaktere des Auf-
zu, des Zuriick-zu und des Bei offenbaren die Grundverfassung der Zeit-
lichkeit. Sofern die Zeitlichkeit durch dieses Auf-zu, das Zuriick-zu und das
Bei bestimmt ist, ist sie aufSer sich. Die Zeit ist in sich selbst als Zukunft,
Gewesenheit und Gegenwart entriickt. Als zukiinftiges ist das Dasein zu
seinem gewesenen Seinkonnen, als gewesenes zu seiner Gewesenheit, als
gegenwirtigendes zu anderem Seienden entriickt. Die Zeitlichkeit als Ein-

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heit von Zukunft, Gewesenheit und Gegenwart entriickt nicht das Dasein
zuweilen und gelegentlich, sondern sie selbst als Zeitlichkeit ist das ur-
spriingliche AufSer-sich, das éKoTaTIKOV»®.

Drei Ekstasen der Zeitlichkeit, drei Verschiebungen des «Wor-
aufhin» gehoren einander gleichermaflen gegenseitig. Als Grundlage
jeden Sinns, jeden «Auf-zu» des Entwurfs weist jede Ekstase auf die ei-
gene Richtung hin, die Ekstase ist also nicht nur ein Verriicken oder eine
Verschiebung; zum Wesen jeder Entriickung-zu gehort das «Wohin»
der Entriickung. Dieses «Wohin» der Ekstase nennt Heidegger das ho-
rizontale Schema.

«Das, wohinein jede Ekstase in einer bestimmten Weise in sich selbst
offen ist, bezeichnen wir als Horizont der Ekstase».*

Der ekstatische Horizont ist in jeder der drei Ekstasen unterschied-
lich. Das horizontale Schema des Zukiinftigen ist das Schema des «Um-
willen», in dem das Dasein zukiinftig, auf sich zukommt. Die horizon-
tale Struktur der Gewesenheit ist das Schema des «Wovor» der Ge-
worfenheit oder «Woran» der Uberlassenheit — in ihr ist das Dasein in
Befindlichkeit zu sich selbst als geworfenes erschlossen. Und schliefSlich,
das horizontale Schema der Gegenwart ist das «Um-zu», in dem das
Dasein als Sein bei gegenwirtigend existiert. Als ekstatische Einheit der
Zukunft, Gewesenheit, Gegenwart hat die Zeitlichkeit einen durch die
Ekstasen bestimmten Horizont.

«Der Horizont der ganzen Zeitlichkeit bestimmt das, woraufhin das
faktisch existierende Seiende wesenhaft erschlossen ist»*!.

Dieses « Woraufhin» weist auf die Struktur des Sinns hin, der seiner-
seits urspriinglich mit dem Entwerfen verbunden ist. Die existenziale
Struktur des Entwurfs hat Verstehen. Im Entwurf des Verstehens ist dem
Seienden namens Dasein die Welt erschlossen. Die primére Erschlos-
senheit ist in der ekstatisch-horizontalen Zeitlichkeit verwurzelt.

«Sofern Dasein sich zeitigt, ist auch eine Welt. Hinsichtlich seines Seins
als Zeitlichkeit sich zeitigend, ist das Dasein auf dem Grunde der eksta-
tisch-horizontalen Verfassung jener wesenhaft “in einer Welt” Die Welt ...
“ist” mit dem Aufler-sich der Ekstasen “da”».*

Der gegebene Sachverhalt wird durch die Formel «In-der-Welt-
Sein» zum Ausdruck gebracht. Da die Grundverfassung des Daseins in
der Zeitlichkeit besteht und das Dasein das «In-der-Welt-Sein» ist und
ein solches Phédnomen darstellt, «in dem sich urspriinglich bekundet,
inwiefern das Dasein seinem Wesen nach “iiber sich hinaus” ist»,* fithrt
das eingangs Erwihnte zu der Frage nach der Wechselbeziehung des

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Seinsverstdndnisses, der Transzendenz und Zeitlichkeit. Die Antwort
ist uns bereits gewissermaflen bekannt. Transzendent ist nur das Sei-
ende, dessen Sein den Charakter des Uber-hinaus, des Sinn-Entwerfens,
des sich-selbst-Entwerfens hat. Transzendent ist nur Dasein. Die Trans-
zendenz als Hiniiberschreiten jenseits der Grenzen macht es méglich,
dass das Dasein in Beziehung mit dem Seienden als Seiendes tritt, sei es
Vorhandenes, Anderes oder das Dasein selbst. Die Transzendenz liegt
dem vorgéngigen Verstehen des Seins zugrunde. Das Dasein versteht
sich selbst aus dem eigentlichen Seinkonnen, in dessen Gewirtigem es
sich befindet. Im Gewirtigen seiner eigentlichen Moglichkeiten riickt
das Dasein an sich selbst heran, tritt fiir sich selbst ein, es ist stets ge-
wissermafSen sich selbst vorweg. Darin, meint Heidegger, bestehe das
urspriingliche Verstdndnis der Zukunft. Aber das Dasein als solches ist
nicht nur Zu-sich-sein, sondern auch das gemeinsame Mitsein mit An-
deren, das Sein bei Zuhandenem und Vorhandenem. In diesen struktu-
rellen Momenten des «Zu-sich», «Mit-Anderen», «Bei-Vorhandenem»
besteht der durchgingige Charakter des Uberschritts der Transzendenz.
Heidegger schlussfolgert:

«Die Ekstasen der Zeitlichkeit (Zukunft, Gewesenheit, Gegenwart)
nicht einfach Entriickungen zu.., nicht Entriickungen gleichsam in das
Nichts, sondern sie haben als Entriickungen zu ... aufgrund ihres jewei-
ligen ekstatischen Charakters einen aus dem Modus der Entriickung, d. h.
aus dem Modus der Zukunft, der Gewesenheit und der Gegenwart vorge-
zeichneten und zur Ekstase selbst gehirigen Horizont. Jede Ekstase als Ent-
riickung zu ... hat in sich zugleich und ihr zugehorig eine Vorzeichnung
der formalen Struktur des Wozu der Entriickung. Wir bezeichnen dieses
Wohin der Ekstase als den Horizont oder genauer das horizontale Schema
der Ekstase. Jede Ekstase hat in sich ein ganz bestimmtes Schema, das sich
mit der Art, wie sich die Zeitlichkeit zeitigt, d. h. wie sich die Ekstasen mo-
difizieren, selbst modifiziert. So wie die Ekstasen in sich die Einheit von
Zeitlichkeit ausmachen, so entspricht der ekstatischen Einheit der Zeitlich-
keit je eine solche ihrer horizontalen Schemata. Die Transzendenz des In-
der-Welt-seins griindet in ihrer spezifischen Ganzheit in der urspriinglichen
ekstatisch-horizontalen Einheit der Zeitlichkeit. Wenn Transzendenz des
Seinsverstidndnis ermdglicht, Transzendenz aber in der ekstatisch-horizon-
talen Verfassung der Zeitlichkeit griindet, dann ist diese die Bedingung der
Moglichkeit des Seinsverstandnisses»*.

Die Zeitlichkeit ist somit in ihrer ekstatisch-horizontalen Einheit
die fundamentale Bedingung der Moglichkeit der Transzendenz, die
das Dasein selbst konstituiert. Die Zeitlichkeit ist die Hauptbedingung
der Moglichkeit jeden Verstehens, das in der Transzendenz griindet.
Da die seiende Struktur des Verstehens im Entwerfen besteht, ist «die
Zeitlichkeit ... in sich der urspriingliche Selbstentwurf schlechthin, so
daf}, wo immer und wann immer Verstehen ... ist, dieses Verstehen nur
moglich ist im Selbstentwurf der Zeitlichkeit»*. Die ekstatische Zeit-

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lichkeit ist der urspriingliche Selbstentwurf als solcher. Der Entwurf
als der ekstatische Entwurf macht das Entwerfen auf... moglich und ist
mit dem der Ekstase zugehorigen Horizont die Bedingung jeden «Wor-
aufhin», «Wozu-hinaus». Hier «...kann gar nicht mehr gefragt werden,
woraufhin die Schemata ihrerseits entworfen seien... Die ... Folge der
einander gleichsam vorgeschalteten Entwiirfe: Verstehen von Seiendem,
Entwurf auf Sein, Verstehen von Sein, Entwurf auf die Zeit, hat ihr Ende
am Horizont der ekstatischen Einheit der Zeitlichkeit. ... An diesem
Horizont hat jede Ekstase der Zeit, d.h. die Zeitlichkeit selbst ihr Ende.
Aber dieses Ende ist nichts anderes als der Anfang fiir die Moglichkeit
alles Entwerfens»*.

An dieser Stelle wire es angebracht, auch die Wechselbeziehung
zwischen dem Begriff des transzendentalen Subjekts und des aprio-
risch-ontologischem Begrifts der Sorge zu demonstrieren. Dies aber ist
die Angelegenheit einer gesonderten Untersuchung.

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Abstract

The paper analyses two strategies to interpretation of Husserl’s
transcendental phenomenology on the study Transcendentalism
and Historicity in Husserl’s Phenomenology” by A.E. Savin. Ac-
cording to the first one transcendental phenomenology is carried
exclusively out in a phenomenological attitude, in the framework
of pure transcendental consciousness and new senses, as well as
being of the world and its objectnesses are produced inside it. Ac-
cording to the other strategy transcendental phenomenology at-
tempts to bring into correlation the results produced in natural
and phenomenological attitudes. With this strategy in natural
attitude it formulates preconditions, principles and methods of
investigation according to objectness, but in phenomenological
one — applies them for analyzing of objectnesses as they carried
our in the experience of consciousness. The author proceeding
from these two strategies considers the conception of life-world
and life-world correlation with transcendental consciousness.

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PHILOSOPHY INTERROGATES AN AFRICAN
CULTURE: ECHOES FROM THE FRANKFURT SCHOOL

Abstract

The present paper reiterates the role philosophy plays in the
critique of culture. This role, the paper asserts, is strongly re-
echoed in the legacy of the Institute for Social Research, Frank-
furt, Germany — a legacy now popularly referred to as Critical
Theory. The critical social theory of the Frankfurt School remains
famous today for its critique of traditions, cultures and ideolo-
gies. Beyond this, the Frankfurt School critical theory aims at
diagnosing social ills, providing practical (not just theoretical)
remedies for such social ills, and, perhaps, most importantly, to
advance the emancipation of the individual from undue and un-
justified domination in given societies. Hinging on the charge of
authoritarianism in African traditions by scholars such as Kwasi
Wiredu, Kwame Anthony Appiah and Didier Kaphagawani, the
paper asserts that these aims of Frankfurt School critical theory
are precisely the role philosophy ought to play in its interroga-
tion of culture. It therefore employs the axioms and canons of
the Frankfurt School critical theory in the interrogation of moral
aspect of the culture and tradition of the Esan people of Southern
Nigeria.

Keywords: philosophy of culture, Frankfurt School critical
theory, authoritarianism, Esan moral tradition, dynamic nature
of culture, emancipation.

Introduction

Ideas rule the world, and philosophy, in H. S. Staniland’s
words, is «the criticism of the ideas we live by»* From its mani-
fest perspective, philosophy is a critical and analytical reflection
on the subject matters of other disciplines and the beliefs, axioms,
presuppositions, assumptions, ideals and already held ideas. This,
perhaps, informs the focus of any «Philosophy of X» — where X
denotes disciplines, belief systems, or thoughts — such as philo-
sophy of science, philosophy of mathematics, philosophy of
law, philosophy of language, philosophy of religion, philosophy

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of development, and philosophy of culture. Our primary focus in this
paper is on the philosophy of culture.

Culture is easily one of the most important concepts in any human
activity. This is because it is concerned directly with every aspect of a
people’s way of life. One of the main interests of philosophy in culture is
to bring before the ‘Court of Reason’ any dominative, authoritarian and
tyrannical tendencies in a culture that could impede the dynamism and
fluidity of cultures and override unjustifiably on the will of an individual
within such a culture. True, a person is not only a product of culture, but
culture, as well, is a product of human activities. To this extent, culture
can only develop from the conscious and deliberate actions of the indi-
vidual within it and an authoritarian culture that overrides on the will
of individuals will end up becoming anachronistic. The present paper,
therefore, asserts that the legacy of the Frankfurt School is important in
this regard as critical theory remains one of the most conscious attempts
to locate the sources of domination in the realm of cultures and ideolo-
gies that impede on the individual’s will. Critical theory is, therefore, the
critique of ideology to facilitate emancipation.

The paper then goes further to showcase such a critique of culture
and its sources of domination in the charge of authoritarianism in Af-
rican traditions with a particular reference to the nature of morality
among the Esan people of Southern Nigeria. It attempts to interrogate
the canons of morality in Esan tradition — canons generated from the
precepts and assumptions of certain ideologies taken to be unquestion-
able in the tradition. Such ideologies, founded on a given metaphysics,
are widely accepted, often without questioning, to be true within the tra-
dition and they influence greatly the life of people. They aid in enforcing
a moral standard acceptable to the community. This paper asserts that
such ideologies are responsible for the anachronistic nature of certain
moral values in Esan tradition. It is argued here that emancipation of the
individual is essential in reviving such moral values.

The meaning and nature of culture

According to Donald P. Goodman,

«Culture has played an enormous role in the development of peoples,
nations, and societies throughout history. It has provided the primary im-
petus for war and for peace, for good deeds and bad... It provides a powerful
bond for personal loyalties and loyalties between peoples; being of a given
culture can make one welcome among strangers or a stranger in one’s own
home. It is a powerful influence upon all people in all times and all places»®.

Culture is commonly defined as the totality of the way of people’s
life. According to Conrad Kottak, culture is the totality of learned, so-
cially transmitted customs, knowledge, material objects, and behavior.

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It includes ideas, values, and artifacts of groups of people.* Patriotic at-
tachment to the flag of the United States is an aspect of culture, as is a na-
tional passion for the tango in Argentina as well as the hospitality shown
even to strangers in African communities. Sometimes people refer to
a particular person as «very cultured» or to a city as having «lots of
culture». That use of the term «culture» is different from our use in this
paper. In sociological terms, culture does not refer solely to the fine arts
and refined intellectual taste. It consists of all objects and ideas within
a society, including ice cream cones, rock music, slang words, dances,
festivals, taboos and a mode of dressing. This is in line with Taylor’s
classical definition of culture as «that complex whole which includes
knowledge, belief, art, law, morals, custom, and any other capabilities
and habits acquired by man as a member of society»®.

Culture is therefore a shared behavior and attitude towards living.
Everything we know, think and value as persons becomes part of us in
our participation in a culture. In fact, our potentials can only be realized
within the structure of human culture. It is for this reason that culture is
said to be more important than any formal education. This is not simply
because of its effectiveness and its universal availability in imparting a
given set of ideas effectively through the generations, but also because
the so called formal education is an aspect of a culture. Clearly, culture is
a vital influence upon individuals and societies and ought to be properly
understood in order to comprehend their actions.

There are general characteristics that all cultures share in common.
These are called cultural universals. All cultures are, for instance, made
up of learned behaviors acquired through enculturation; all cultures
also involve the use of language and symbols, sexual restrictions, sports,
cooking and the like. Generally, these cultural universals evolve from
the necessity to meet essential human needs that cuts through all cul-
tures such as food, shelter and clothing. However, the manner, in which
these cultural universals are expressed, varies from culture to culture
and forms what we may call cultural relativism. Language, for instance,
is a defining feature of every culture that varies from culture to culture.
It is a critical element of culture that sets humans apart from other spe-
cies. Members of a society generally share a common language which
facilitates every other activity that takes place within the society. The
localization of language to culture accounts for the reason why one must
learn the language of another culture to understand it. Besides language,
other features of cultures such as marriage, greetings, festivals, sexual
restrictions, cooking, funeral ceremonies and clothing are localized
from culture to culture. Thus, every culture has some elements the ex-
pression of which distinguishes it from another culture. Some major ele-
ments of cultures include language, norms, customs, symbolic habits,
etiquette, sanctions, values and religion. An examination of some of
these elements of culture makes it clearer that culture is a significant
factor binding people together.

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Every culture, for instance consists of symbolic habits. Symbolic
habits, unlike normal habits such as the kind of food eaten by people in
a culture, are habits which represent something beyond themselves. For
symbols, as Geertz noted are «tangible formulations of notions, abstrac-
tions from experience fixed in perceptible forms, concrete embodiment
of ideas, attitudes, judgments, longings, or beliefs»®. For instance, in
most African cultures, using white coloured clothing to bury an elderly
person symbolizes the joy that one more life has been lived in full and
another ancestor has joined the ancestral cult. Symbols — e. g. language,
arts, signs, to mention but a few — provide members of a culture with
the opportunity to develop complex and comprehensive thoughts and to
exchange those thoughts with others in quite simplified manners.

Another essential element of culture is the custom. Customs are
those practices that are easily identified with a culture and that often
distinguish it from another. They can be grouped into etiquette and cus-
toms proper. Etiquettes are those manners of behavior which bind the
culture together by easing social interaction. They include eating cus-
toms, greetings, modes of dressing, social honorifics, and innumerable
other examples of common practices which simply aim at giving others
the respect which is due them. Generally, of course, these customs are
intended to make members of the culture agreeable to each other. When
an Italian, for example, gives his friend a kiss on the cheek, it may make
him more agreeable and be an expression of his friendship; but other
nationalities might object to the familiarity. This cultural incompatibility
is fairly common. However, oftentimes, etiquette will make members
of a culture agreeable also to members of other cultures. Nevertheless,
these customs are particular to a given culture. Etiquette, of course,
changes more rapidly than most other cultural practices, though even
so it changes rather slowly. These customs may, however, if they last for
a very long time and become particularly ingrained in cultural practice,
become customs proper. For example, the mode of dressing especially
by Arab women might have began as an etiquette meant to ease social
interaction but is now a custom proper such that any woman who is not
so dressed is seen as deviating from a core culture of the people.”

However, symbols and symbolic habits, customs, norms, values and
other cultural elements would not be useful or meaningful to the people
of a culture if culture itself is not learned. Learning is therefore an essen-
tial aspect of culture because people are not born with culture but born
into a culture. They have to learn the dos and don'’ts of the culture in
which they find themselves. They have to learn the language, etiquettes,
customs, norms, symbolic habits, values and sanctions of the culture.
This process of enculturation is however a long process consisting of
informal and formal training of the individual from infancy.

Another vital feature of culture is that it is, or, at least, ought to be,
dynamic, fluid and adaptive. This is one major way in which culture is

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beneficial to people. When our natural environment changes, when we
encounter new knowledge about nature and reality, culture is expected
to adapt and flow with changes and develop new ways of viewing and
dealing with new problems. If it is unable to do this, it becomes anach-
ronistic or outdated. This is why it is a static culture that is often kicked
against and may become gradually irrelevant.

A controversial characteristic of culture is what has often been re-
ferred to as dominant ideology. Dominant ideology describes a set of cul-
tural beliefs and practices that helps to shore up and maintain powerful
social, economic and political interests mainly of an elite group within
the culture.® Such beliefs and practices are often not subject to ques-
tioning. Hence, they are often static and beyond review and this is seen
as necessary to perpetuate the interests of the culture. The dominant
ideologies of a culture do not only ensure that the culture’s most pow-
erful and elite groups and institutions control wealth and property, but,
even more important, that they control the means of producing beliefs
about reality through religion, education, and the media. Feminists, for
example, would also argue that if all society’s most important institu-
tions tell women that they should be subservient to men, this dominant
ideology will help to control women and keep them in a subordinate po-
sition.” These dominant ideologies are one aspect of culture that inhibits
its fluidity and dynamism because, to a large extent, it prohibits eman-
cipation and rational evaluation of beliefs before acceptance. It is this
aspect of culture and society that the members of the Frankfurt School
sought to critique with their critical theory.

The aim of Frankfurt School critical theory

«Frankfurt School» is the term often used to represent members of
the Institute for Social Research founded in 1923 at Frankfurt, Germany.
Members of the group include Erich Fromm, Leo Lowenthal, Herbert
Marcuse, Theodor Adorno, Walter Benjamin, Max Horkheimer, Johann
Baptist Metz, and Jiirgen Habermas. These members were drawn from
different disciplines and backgrounds such as philosophy, psychology,
sociology, and psychoanalysis. The term ‘Critical Theory, on the other
hand, represents the legacy of the Frankfurt School. The term did not
appear until 1937 after the majority of the Institute’s members had al-
ready exiled themselves or emigrated to the United States following
the triumph of Hitler. The concept was initially a type of code which,
while differentiating its adherents from prevailing forms of orthodoxy,
also tended to veil their radical commitment that was hostile to any-
thing remotely associated with Marxism.!® Its commitment to Marxism
is clearly noted by Robert ]. Antonio when he says that:

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«“Critical theory” was adopted as a code word for Marxism during the
American exile of the Frankfurt School. In a recent interview, Leo Lowen-

Critical theory was meant to express a view that was at variant with
the wide-spread assumption at the time that the empirical approach
of the natural sciences was the only valid one."> Max Horkheimer, the
patrician director of the institute, called such an approach ‘traditional
theory’ which included almost everything from mathematics and formal
logic to natural science. He believed that there was a positivist illusion
afflicting traditional theories like the natural sciences namely that the
theory is just the correct mirroring of an independent realm of fact. This
dualist picture of knowledge encouraged the belief that facts were fixed,
given, unalterable and independent of the theory.”* Fundamentally in-
fluenced by the dialectical traditions of Hegel and Marx, these scholars
felt that a dialectical conception of knowledge was much more favour-
able because it holds that facts and our theories about them are part of
an ongoing dynamic historical process in which the way we view the
world (theoretically or otherwise), and the way the world is, reciprocally
determines each other. This formed the basis on which the paradigm
of critical theory of the institute was built specifically as developed by
Horkheimer.

Critical theory is critical due to a number of goals that it had. First,
the task of the theory is not just theoretical but also practical. This means
that it should aim not just to bring about correct understanding, but to
make social and political conditions more conducive to human flour-
ishing than the present ones. Second, the theory has two different kinds
of normative aims, diagnostic and remedial. This means that the goal of
a theory is not just to determine what was wrong with contemporary so-
ciety at present, but also to identify progressive aspects and tendencies
within it to help transform society for the better. Finally, and most im-
portantly, it must be emancipative; that is, it must guarantee individual
freedom and autonomy as a necessary tool for rationally resolving the
current social problems. It must liberate a person from undue and un-
justified domination." It is however important to note that such human
freedom should be an inter-subjective constitution of autonomy in the
sense that no one is free unless recognized by at least one other subject,

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and also such freedom must recognize the self binding of the individual
will to unconditionally valid norms, that is the unconditional character
of the moral ‘ought’ These are the essential principles of Kantian ethical
theory."

The Frankfurt School were optimistic that the age of enlightenment
in which they lived would provide the conducive environment for such
an emancipation due to the increase in knowledge about the world and
the increase in the questioning of traditional authorities, ideologies and
thoughts that were once thought to be unalterable. But, in no distance
time this optimism turned to pessimism.'®

This pessimism was clearly expressed by Horkheimer and
T.W. Adorno in their Dialectic of Enlightenment which was a product of
their experience of the capitalist and the highly industrialist society of
the United States of America. This capitalist society had the tendency
to create and transform people’s needs and desires to the extent that
they actually desired the rubbish that was manufactured for them and
they ceased to want to live fulfilling and worthwhile lives. Analysis of
these phenomena furnished insights into the ways in which the con-
sciousness of subject could be manipulated by advertising and other
means to hinder freedom and autonomy and create what the Frankfurt
School theorists thought of as false state of reconciliation, the belief that
the social world was rational, conducive to human freedom and happi-
ness, and unalterable when in fact it was deeply irrational, an obstacle to
human freedom and happiness and alterable."”

Thus, the very process of enlightenment which was according to
the 18" century Enlightenment thinkers such as Rousseau, Voltaire,
and Kant, supposed to liberate a person from nature and lead to human
freedom and flourishing rebounds upon him/her. Gradually, as indus-
trialization and capitalism flourished in the 19" century, human beings
were subjected to even more pervasive networks of administrative disci-
pline and control, and to an increasingly powerful and untameable eco-
nomic system; instead of liberating a person from nature, the process of
enlightenment imprisoned a person; instead of economic plenty, there
was misery and poverty; instead of moral progress, there was regression
to barbarism, violence and intolerance. This is the paradox of enlighten-
ment that informed the pessimism of Horkheimer and Adorno.

Jurgen Habermas is the best known member of the second gene-
ration of Frankfurt School. His aim has been to develop the critical
theory of the school by responding to the pessimism expressed by early
members and suggest ways in which the original aims of critical theory
could be realized. According to him, one of the fundamental features of

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a critical theory is that it aims not only to locate the regressive and ir-
rational aspects of modern society, as Horkheimer and Adorno did, but
also to identify the progressive, rational aspects of modern society and
to differentiate them from the regressive, irrational ones, for there are
certainly progressive and rational aspects of modern society that can be
harnessed for the betterment of the society. Here, Habermas thought
that the account of rationalization in the age of enlightenment by Hork-
heimer and Adorno was too one-sided and pessimistic, and that their
concept of the dialectic of enlightenment lacked both empirical and his-
torical justification and conceptual coherence.

However, even with Habermas, one major aim of critical theory re-
mained the critique of dominative tendencies in societies which they
generally referred to as ideology. Ideology as used by the group generally
refers to the

«... ‘socially necessary illusion’ or ‘socially necessary false — consciousness’
... Ideologies are in this respect the false ideas or beliefs about itself that
society somehow systematically manages to induce people to hold. But ide-
ologies are not ordinary false beliefs... Rather ideologies are false beliefs
that are very widely assumed to be true, because virtually all members of
society are somehow made to believe them. Moreover, ideologies are func-
tional false beliefs, which, not least because they are so widespread, serve
to shore up certain social institutions and the relations of domination they
support. This is the sense in which ideologies are socially necessary»'®.

Critical theory was therefore meant to provide means for emancipa-
tion from domination. Habermas has been in the forefront in achieving
this in his theory of communicative rationality and action by which he
implies the «inter-action of at least two subjects capable of speech and
action who establish interpersonal relations (whether by verbal or by
extra-verbal means). The actors seek to reach an understanding about
the action situation and their plans of action in order to coordinate their
actions by way of agreement. The central concept of interpretation re-
fers in the first instance to negotiating definitions of the situation which
admit of consensus. As we shall see, language is given a prominent place
in this model» (Habermas). We are however not concerned here with a
detailed exposition of his theory. We shall limit our study to his concep-
tion of what must constitute a critical theory.

Firstly, Habermas argues that any type of knowledge is inherently
related to practice, that is, practice understood as human activities in
everyday life or in a general sense, and these activities are always con-
nected with human interests and aspirations. It is in this sense that we
say that Habermas argues for inherent connections between practice
and human knowledge. In his mind, every type of scientific theory has
behind itself a type of human interest, either the subject’s interest in
technical control of the object, or the communication between subjects.
These cognitive interests function not as the motives of researchers in
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the psychological sense, nor as the background of research in the sense
of sociology of knowledge, nor as the genetic structure of a human being
in the biological sense. «Rather, they result from the imperatives of a
socio-cultural life-form dependent on labor and language». This kind of
socio-cultural life-form is, of course, an empirical fact, but the cognitive
interests produced thereby enjoy the position which Kant gives to his
«a prior form of knowledge»: condition without which no experience
is possible, or condition without which no objectivity is possible. By re-
lating knowledge to human interests in such a close way, Habermas’s
critical theory moves towards pragmatism at the meta-theoretical level.
According to him, just like to pragmatists, «knowledge for the sake of
knowledge» is in principle impossible. In line with the aims of the Hork-
heimer and his criticism of traditional theories mentioned above, this
position of Habermas can also be regarded as a result of the transition
from «objective reason» to «subjective reason»®.

Secondly, in Habermas’s mind, critical theory, as a «theory of society
conceived with a practical intention», is meant to address «practical
questions» instead of «technical questions»: it is concerned with the
communicative relation between subjects, but not the knowing and in-
terfering relation between subject and object; the major way of its study
of social relations and social agents is inter-subjective understanding but
not the subject’s observation of the object. Furthermore, critical theory
is not only different from the natural science and the social science em-
bodying human interest in technical control, but also different from the
human-historical sciences in the ordinary sense which are supposed to
be the embodiment of the human interest in subjective communication.
These human-historical sciences presuppose the cognitive interest in
inter-subjective communication, while critical theory not only presup-
poses this interest, but also self-consciously reflects upon this interest,
and makes efforts to expose and criticize obstacles to communication.
Thus, critical theory is not only characterized by the fact that cognitive
interests are admitted in its methodological self-understanding, but also
by the fact that it has a cognitive interest in the new sense: it has itself an
interest in human emancipation.”

Thirdly, critical theory with the emancipatory interest in the above
sense is significantly different both from classical Marxism and the first
generation of the Frankfurt School not only in terms of a theory’s nor-
mative basis, but also in terms of a theory’s practical effect.’ Our in-
terest in this paper is to see how the critical theory approach to society
can actually aid in prohibiting domination and enhancing reasonable
emancipation in examining the charge of authoritarianism in African
traditions.

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The charge of authoritarianism in African Cultures:
the case of morality in Esan traditional culture

Kwasi Wiredu, Kwame Anthony Appiah and Didier Kaphagawani
have been at the forefront in making the charge of unjustified authori-
tarianism against African traditional cultures. In his classic, Philosophy
and an African Culture, Wiredu (1980: 2) describes authoritarianism in
this manner:

«What I mean by authoritarianism may be stated in a preliminary way
as follows: Any human arrangement is authoritarian if it entails any person
being made to do or suffer something against his will, or if it leads to any
person being hindered in the development of his own will. This definition is
likely to be felt to be too broad. It might be objected that no orderly society
is possible without some sort of constituted authority which can override a
refractory individual will. Anybody wishing to elaborate on this kind of ob-
jection has a rich tradition of both Western and non-Western philosophical
thought to draw upon. Let me here cut the matter short by making a con-
cession. We might now say that what is authoritarian, is the unjustified
overriding of an individual’s will ... a society would be seen to be revoltingly
authoritarian in as much as a person’s will would usually be the result of the
manipulations by others»**.

By implication, authoritarianism is the authoritative stance about
what is good, real, truth, and so on that a society or culture manages to
persuade or induce its members to hold dogmatically or without ques-
tioning to the extent that it overrides on the individual’s will. In African
traditions, these scholars assert that such inducement is made possible
by means of superstitions or religiously garnished ideologies which
would involve a kind of upbringing that is inculcating/indoctrinating
rather than educative.”® Their aim has been to show that many of the
beliefs in African traditions that provided the basis for moral values,
principles, practices and ways of life are accepted and held not on the
basis of adequate evidence, but on the basis of the authoritarian dictates
of tradition, ably represented by the authority of the elders who are seen
as the repositories of knowledge. The groveling respect that is accorded
to traditional beliefs and elders may, to some extent, imply the dogmatic,
unquestioned and uncritical acceptance of their authorities, as well as
their dictates and ideas.?* Didier Kaphagawani, for example, argues that
this kind of authoritarianism is an essential but a negative aspect of Af-
rican communalism. He argues that elders in African communities were
considered to be the authoritative source of all traditional beliefs and
wisdom. Elders were accorded tremendous authority and power, and
they had a status where their will and dictates are not questioned, but

instead, are taken as representing the will of the community {as well as
the supernatural forces}.®

For instance, with specific regard to moral training in traditional
Esan community, there is the belief that:

«Men should be taught virtue and forced to act virtuously. Since men
are not born virtuous, they must acquire their virtue. The acquisition is
the outcome of the performance of acts which promote the attainment of
the Good. Such acts are sometimes performed by accident. But they are
most effectively and persistently performed when men are directed and
controlled by trainers, coaches, disciplinarian teachers in and outside the
home»?.

Following from this background, the Esan traditional community is
structured in a way that the elders, as the repositories of knowledge and
the guardian of the traditions or established beliefs of the people, are
the authorities when it comes to morality. They are seen as having the
wisdom, epistemic condition and moral uprightness to determine what
is permissible or impermissible in the society. As Albert Onobhayedo
says, the elders — what he call the Esan elite group — in Esan culture

«...were the opinion leaders and custodian of the customs and values of the
people. They ensured that the younger ones were groomed to be confor-
mists within the traditional settings. They also provided leadership in poli-
tics, industry, religion as well as individual and community health manage-
ment. The ordinary subjects generally obeyed and emulated these suppo-
sedly knowledgeable and well adjusted members of their community»?¥.

The Esan elders are, therefore, those the people, particularly the
young ones, look up to and imitate with regard to moral behavior. This
is why an elder in the Esan community ought to be a morally upright
person to avoid a situation where he/she becomes a bad example. The
respect and reverence accorded elders in the Esan community is par-
ticularly made obvious in the designation accorded any elder, Onwalen.
Onwalen translates as «wise one». It is meant to indicate that the bearer
of such a designation is a repository of the customs and traditions of the
people and, by implication, he is the custodian of the tradition of the
people. He is therefore primarily responsible in protecting that tradition
and preventing it from oblivion. The Onwalen is therefore saddled with
a crucial responsibility of maintaining and sustaining communal equi-
librium by internalizing into members of the community the values and
norms that will bind them together.

In order for the elders to fully perpetuate their aim and promote a
particular moral standard in the community, the Esan community with
the elders as the custodian is structured in a way that religion serves as

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an enforcer of moral norms. With its ideologies, religion helps to compel
people to behave in one way rather than another. This is because the
Esan believes in the existence of a number of supernatural forces — an-
cestors, divinities, and the Supreme Being — which he seeks to establish
and sustain a relationship with. This being the case, the Esan will not
want to fail in his religious obligations or behave in a manner that is im-
permissible in the sight of these supernatural forces because of the fear
that he might lose a much needed relationship for survival. Having this
knowledge, the elders are able to garnish moral precepts with religious
sanctions to guarantee compliance.

When morality is viewed from this perspective, we can then un-
derstand why some persons simply act because they believe such moral
codes have been handed down by the divine or a rich tradition. Such
a commitment therefore involves the suspension of one’s own critical
judgment or rational evaluation of ideas. Rather than exercising one’s
own capacity to decide whether or not a particular norm ought to be
followed, one acts simply because he met it so or because it is backed by
some divine precepts. Elechi Amadi describes the attitude by society to
enforce moral norms using religious ideologies as follows:

«The overall effect of all these is to enforce a moral standard acceptable
to a particular society. A secular interpretation leads to the conclusion that
moral precepts have always had their origin in the mind of man. Even when
deities are said to have laid them down, they have had to do so through the
mind of man. It would appear, then, that while man formulates the moral
code, he enlists the influence of religion for its enforcement. In other words,
in ethics man proposes, god enforces».

Thus, one is not autonomous with respect to these actions since
the will that directs these actions is not one’s own will.?* Thus, although
scholars such as Wiredu®® and Gyekye® has rightly argued that ethics in
African cultures were highly humanistic and social rather than religious
as Mbiti*? would argue, the enforcement of such social moral norms and
values were highly founded on religious beliefs

Helen Lauer agrees with the above description of African traditions
as authoritarian but has some reservations. According to her, it is gen-
erally accepted that specific features of a traditional upbringing curtail
individuals and groups from defining their own ideals and fulfilling their
own self-determined goals. For instance, it is widely observed that au-
thoritarianism inhibits curiosity, independent inquiry and freedom of
expression. Superstition is recognized as a characteristic of the persona-

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lity-type called authoritarianism.*® She however contends that such au-
thoritarian attitude is not peculiar to African traditional societies, nor
is it peculiar to traditional societies in general, but also featured in our
everyday existence in contemporary societies. That authoritarianism
pervades our societies today is clearly made vivid in the collected essays
of Max Horkheimer and Theodor Adorno.**

However, Polycarp Ikuenobe has contended that although African
traditions encouraged authoritarianism, such authoritarianism were
rationally defensible. While distinguishing between irrational and ra-
tional authoritarianism, he argues that the error made by critics — such
as Wiredu, Appiah and Kaphagawani — is that they fail to see the ra-
tional form. The basis of the rational form of authoritarianism, he says, is
the principle of epistemic defense and social, contextual and pragmatic
nature of knowledge and justification. Hence epistemic or rational au-
thoritarianism in African cultures is not something that is insidious or
bad. In fact, it is pertinent to note that an element of epistemic authori-
tarianism is accepted in science as a legitimate principle.* Ikuenobe also
adds that the main reason why ideals, principles and practices were not
questioned in African traditions was because,

«Apparently, they did not have the need to question their beliefs, es-
pecially the fundamental beliefs that gave the status of epistemic authority
to their traditions and elders. They also did not question because of their
epistemic rules, practices and evidence in the community, which gave cre-
dence to their understanding of their communal, social, inter-subjective,
and contextual nature of inquiry and justification».

While admitting Lauer’s point, Ikuenobe’s points raises a number of
issues. There is no doubt that inculcation that leads to authoritarianism
insists that the present knowledge is absolutely true and that the present
power and order are reasonable and inviolable. So it tends to refuse any
kind of suspicion or criticism. Naturally, these heritages delivered from
the past as traditions have some rationality which is what Ikuenobe has
tried to show. However, the problem is not if they are correct or rational,
but if they are necessary and possible to be reflected on and criticized
eventually. Once this is a problem, then the authoritarian structure defi-
nitely overrides on the individual’s will. Again, his claim that there was
really no need for questioning the available belief system obviously gives
credence to the fact that such a culture bred close-mindedness in a closed
structure, an undue resistance to belief revision, which is a symptom of
authoritarian indoctrination. According to Callan and Arena,

«those whom we suspect of being indoctrinated may devote themselves to
winning converts and exposing the errors of all who disagree with them
and that cannot be done without heeding relevant evidences... {Thus} To

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believe P close mindedly is to be unable or unwilling to give due regard to
reason that are available for some beliefs contrary to P because of excessive
emotional attachments to the truth of P»%.

Perhaps, Ikuenobe fails to admit that, sometimes, it was not that
people in an African traditional community did not see the need to
question authority, but did not do so out of fear of (supernatural) conse-
quences if they did. So, such questioning only took place secretly in the
whisperings of close friends and in the soliloquizing of a troubled fellow.
It was not often done openly to avoid being labeled a deviant, a name
that was avoided like the plague considering the communalistic nature
of the society.

The point to be drawn here is that traditional societies somehow
managed to, to some extent, impede moral autonomy of the individual
as a necessary requirement for community survival — if we understand
moral autonomy to mean acting convincingly, willfully and deliberately.
This does not in any way imply that the moral norms of such societies
were not effective in maintaining social order or were barbaric and au-
tocratic in nature (though they have sometimes been accused of being
so), but that people were not necessarily part of a deliberate decision
making process and that moral principles and practice were not neces-
sarily educated in the proper sense of the term, but inculcated. Even the
choices people made were often tailored in a way that one could only
think within the box and never outside it.

The seriousness of the issue of the lack of moral autonomy in tradi-
tional Esan society, for example, becomes obvious once we realize the
outcry by the elder today over the degeneration of moral value among
the Esan people. The elder is quick to blame this on Westernization or
the Esan’s contact with the West or foreign cultures.*® However, the main
reason for the degenerative nature of moral values among the Esans is
because the people were not given the needed space and autonomy to
develop their culture and prevent it from becoming anachronistic in the
face of new ways of doing things. Due to the authoritarian nature of
the culture, its contact with other cultures and modes of thinking about
reality, and morality in particular, led to the gradual breakdown of tra-
ditional values held in high esteem and kept beyond questioning and
review.

Therefore, similar to what the Frankfurt School theorists have tried
doing, scholars like Wiredu and his friends has advocated for a more
open culture that allows for revision and dynamism. They have advo-
cated for a more science-oriented and less superstitious society since
science, to a large extent, encourages rational evaluation of beliefs and
provides the atmosphere necessary for such.* They also advocate the

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practical role philosophy can play in the critique of ideology (at least in
the bad sense of unjustifiable overriding of an individual’s will).*

Concluding remarks:
echoes from the Frankfurt School

So far, we have examined the legacy of the Frankfurt School — Crit-
ical Theory — and how it serves as a model for philosophy’s critical in-
terrogation of culture. Critical theory, we have seen, is the struggle for
social change and the unification of theory and practice. «Critique», in
this context, therefore involves criticism of ideologies, oppression and
exploitation and the struggle for a better society. In doing this, critical
theory does not simply diagnose the oppressive and dominative aspects
of society that hinders freedom, it strives also to detect and develop pos-
itive and progressive aspects of society that can promote emancipation
and freedom of the individual to the extent that he can deliberately de-
velop the society in which he lives. This is the idea of immanent criticism
associated with the Frankfurt School critical theory. Immanent critique
presupposes that there are progressive ideals in the society and that in-
dividuals will respond critically and actively to attack on civil liberties,
inequalities, oppression, threats to democracy, and other reactionary at-
tacks on human freedom. In this context, immanent critique attempts
to promote social criticism and change by utilizing the norms of the
existing society.

Critical theory therefore provides theoretical and practical re-
sources to draw upon to create theories and practices adequate to the
contemporary era, an era of upheaval, unpredictability, utopian possi-
bilities, authoritarian repulsion, and as yet unforeseen crises and open-
ings for social transformation. The critical theorists and early members
of the Frankfurt School of the 1930s found themselves in a similar com-
plex sociopolitical situation and revised the classical theories of Marx
and Weber accordingly to provide new theoretical syntheses for their
present moment. They filled in some of the missing parts of classical
Marxism, developing theories of culture, society, psychology, and the
state, lacking in the Marxian theory, while fleshing out the philosophical
dimension of the Marxian theory. They also updated the Marxian theory
and critique of monopoly state capitalism, analyzing the transition to
the new stages of capitalism and fascism. They developed the Webe-
rian themes of rationalization and the Nietzschen themes of the massi-
fication of society and decline of individuality to describe the dynamics
of their social situation. Critical theory remains of intense interest for
the present conjuncture and provides crucial resources for a renewal of
critical social theory and liberal, less dominative societies in the current
age. This is precisely because, like the 1930s, our age is undergoing vast
transformations, some of which are promising and some of which are
threatening. Going back to the classics in critical theory is therefore not

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a matter of mere antiquarian pleasure, but of gaining methodological
insight, theoretical illumination, and practical inspiration to carry on
the tasks of critical social theory in the present situation.

In applying critical theory to traditional Esan culture, the following
points can be deduced: the diagnosis of moral ills is to be found in the
authoritarian nature of such cultures; the remedy to such social ills is
the critique of ideologies that support such authoritarianism, and em-
bracing a rational outlook towards life by the application of reason and
philosophy to the critique of the ideas we hold. In this way, emancipa-
tion can be attained and people in such a society can act deliberately and
convincingly. However, there is much to be done in ensuring that these
diagnosis and remedies do not simply remain in the realm of theories
but become practical aspects of our everyday existence.

Abstract

In a culture, which is understood as a complex of prohibi-
tions, the phenomenon of wall as incarnate prohibition is exam-
ined. The role of wall is probed in a historical aspect, and the frag-
ment of wall as substrate in fine art. Certain locus of walls as the
crossing of rays of direct and reverse prospects, jointly adopted a
positive prospect. On the example of graffiti, the concept of nega-
tive prospect is introduced. It is noted that integral appearance
in a negative prospect disintegrates to pieces. The destruction of
image is explained by the influence of wall as an incarnate meta-
physical prohibition. The interpreting of the phenomenon of wall
is the object of study of apophatic philosophy.

IRONY ABOUT TRAGEDY:
THE ONION’S TREATMENT OF 9/11

Arseniy Khitrov!

Abstract

In this paper the author analyses the materials that were pub-
lished in the American satirical magazine The Onion in the pe-
riod from 2006 till 2011 and mentioned September 11 terrorist
attacks. The focus of the research is the persistence of 9/11 jokes
five years after the tragedy occurred and later on. The jokes are
classified basing on their subject-matter and rhetorical patterns.
The author concludes that most of these jokes promote respect
towards collective memory about the attacks and their victims.

Keywords: cultural trauma, collective memory, irony, 9/11.

Introduction

After 9/11 some social commentators® declared that irony
would not be acceptable anymore. They declared the end of the
age of irony. They declared the end of irony, the comeback to re-
ality, and the recovery of the blanket of satire.

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In particular, a few late-night comedy shows went off the air, infre-
quent political jokes were met with public disapproval, The New Yorker
appeared with a black cover and lacking its famous cartoons, finally,
a satirical magazine The Omnion did not appear till the week after the
event.

The Center for Media and Public Affairs reported that the number
of political jokes dropped by 54% on late night television in the month
following the attack and that uncomic guests were featured twice as fre-
quently in the fifteen weeks after 9/11 as they had been in the previous
fifteen weeks.?

On September 18 the comedian Gilbert Gottfried made a joke men-
tioning the attack: «I have to leave for L.A. tonight. I couldn’t get a direct
flight. They have to make a stop at the Empire State Building». As he
himself recalls, after these words were said, there was a long gasp in the
hall and then somebody said: «Too soon». The joke was cut off entirely
from the cable version.*

On October 10 New York Mayor Rudolph Giuliani gave New Yorkers
permission to laugh again. It was a charity event featuring many New
York comedians where Giuliani said: «I am here to give you permission
to laugh. If you don't, I'll have you arrested»’.

Indeed, after 9/11 people were mourning victims looking for ways
to commemorate them. Any significant historical event would have the
same consequences. What is surprising is that it was the irony issue that
resonated with the posttraumatic discourse.

The first post-9/11 issue of The Onion appeared on September 26.
Some researchers have pointed out this particular issue was the first
piece of humour that made them smile after the attack,® therefore, The
Onion actually started laughing before the official permission had been
given.

Looking at the examples above, one might wonder: would it be mor-
ally acceptable to laugh about the tragedy? Is it morally acceptable, ap-
propriate, and correct to make these kinds of jokes? Instead of devel-
oping a moral argument, in this paper I concentrate on the issue how the
society and media function, therefore I have to find more appropriate
questions. I ask myself: How and why can irony become acceptable or
unacceptable? Are there norms that regulate irony? Is there a kind of
irony that is specific to the trauma’s aftermath?

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To answer these questions I analyze the contents, delivery, and exact
timing of The Onion’s jokes to determine the functions of irony in regard
to the attack.

I will examine publications mentioning 9/11 from 2006 till 2011. It
is the period from the fifth anniversary of the attack till the day when
Osama bin Laden was killed. My sample allows me to uncover delayed
effects of the trauma on humour. Throughout all eleven years that have
passed since 2001 The Onion’s stories included materials on 9/11. I find
that the persistence is rather rhetoric-motivated than event-based. In
other words, many stories were independent from then recent historical
events. They were using the attack as a reference point within several
stable rhetorical patterns. Theories that help to find out a possible ex-
planation are those of cultural trauma by Jeffrey Alexander and of irony
by Linda Hutcheon. I will detail their major points below and then I will
proceed to the analysis of jokes.

The Social Process of Cultural Trauma

Jeffrey Alexander’s theory of collective trauma is a constructivist
one. He proceeds from the idea that trauma «is not the result of an event
but the effect of a sociocultural process»”.

«Collective actors “decide” to represent social pain as a fundamental
threat to their sense of who they are, where they came from, and where they
want to go».®

Analysing trauma as a process carried out by social agents, Alex-
ander proposes the following schematic sequence of events: speaker(s)
claim(s) trauma, labels an event as traumatic; carrier groups spread this
idea out and make sense of an event; and the audience receives this mes-
sage. Alexander labels this process «cultural construction of trauma».

A trauma claim proposed by the speaker should satisfy several cri-
teria. First, the nature of the pain must be explained. Second, it must
be clear who the victim is. Third, a relation of the trauma victim to the
wider audience should be explained. Finally, responsibility should be at-
tributed, i.e. it must be clear who the perpetrator is.

Given these conditions, it is assumed that the majority of people ac-
cept the idea of a traumatic nature of an event, and trauma becomes a
new master narrative.

The sociologist Neil Smelser proposes his analysis of the traumatic
aspect of 9/11 in terms developed by Alexander.’ In his article, written
four months after the attack, Smelser describes how the nation was mo-
bilized and solidarity was strengthened. Moreover, as the author points

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out, 9/11 caused «the emergence of primordial cultural themes»'® which
included, in particular:

«... a reassertion of the virtues of nation and community: unashamed flag-
waving patriotism; a feeling that we, as Americans, under attack, were one
again; and a feeling of pride in the American way of life, its values, its cul-
ture, and its democracy»'’.

This tells us that humor and irony were likely to be considered inap-
propriate in the aftermath of the attack. However, as I demonstrated on
the examples above, it did not take long for irony to resume. How did
it become possible? The contradiction between the seriousness of a re-
activated primordialism and irony seems impossible if the irony is seen
solely as a deconstructive, destabilizing, and relativizing practice. It can
be also mobilizing, if, for example, it is regarded as one of the American
values,'” or as helping to cope with the trauma, as the aforementioned
Rudolf Giuliani’s permission to laugh again may suggest.'?

The fact is that the same joke can be regarded both as deconstructive
and mobilizing. There is nothing intrinsically ideological in the irony
itself. What matters is its intended use and its perception. The contra-
diction between humour and trauma narrative is elusive.

In order to understand this point better I will discuss the differences
between conservative and deconstructive discourses, then I will proceed
to Linda Hutcheon’s theory of irony, and ultimately, I will analyse certain
jokes about 9/11 from The Onion.

Official Discourse versus Irony?

When thinking about trauma discourse and its relation to different
kinds of parody, it is very probable to assume that the trauma discourse
is equivalent to the official discourse, ushered by serious news media
and political agents. It can be characterized as hegemonic, conservative,
protective, healing, re-establishing collective identity, and serious. The
ironical discourse would automatically become the counter-discourse
and would embrace very different characteristics: being resisting to
dominant systems of meanings, irritating, challenging existing social in-
stitutions, and undermining values.

Note that the entire sequence of events, however consistent it seems
at first, is based entirely on a single assumption that pure types and bi-
nary oppositions exist, and that their function is inscribed in them natu-
rally and cannot be changed through time or through agency and use.

This assumption is very strong. It is very likely to observe ironical
discourse bearing the official discourse characteristics. For example,
it can be trauma healing, protecting people from the pain of the loss,

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reuniting people, creating a new sense of community. Relaxing this as-
sumption I discovered that ironical discourse tries to delude readers
and to hide an attempt to re-establish hegemony. Theoretically, it is not
a contradiction. It is not necessarily true that ironical discourse just
mocks, destroys, and deconstructs, and that it does not propose any-
thing positive or conventional. In this instance, it can help the official
discourse to establish some values. It is not necessary that it is as revolu-
tionary as it seemed in the beginning.

But did it really seem revolutionary? Or is it just the reader being
trapped into the binary mode of thinking? What about hybridity of dis-
courses? And what if different people who hear a joke can interpret it
in different ways, that is to say that the result of the ironical discourse
depends not only on intentions of the ironist, but also on the audience’s
choice? And does the overall outcome always depend on the audience
anyway?

The theoretical approach is limited in its ability to answer the ques-
tion. I will perform an empirical analysis based on Linda Hutcheon’s
theory of irony.

Theory of Irony

In her book The Edge of Irony, Linda Hutcheon argues that the situ-
ation when the ironist produces a joke and the interpreter gets it is an
unreal one because this vision ignores the syntactic (contextual) and
pragmatic (responsive) aspects of communication. In the entirety of a
communicative situation, the interpreter is not exogenous. She or he
has freedom to interpret a message and participate in the creation of the
ironical effect of it.

Another element of the process is discursive communities. That is
why Linda Hutcheon insists on the fact that irony «happens» in dis-
course. There is no guarantee that the joke would be interpreted in an
intended way if it is. Hutcheon calls the situation of the ambiguity ‘poli-
tics of irony!

Linda Hutcheon points out that the meaning of irony is not just the
reverse of what is said."* Therefore, it would be too simplistic if not to-
tally wrong to regard The Omion as a mirror that reflects serious dis-
courses but just turning them upside down. One will see that in reality
the spectrum of humourist approaches to 9/11 by The Onion is quite
broad. Nevertheless, the occurrence of jokes about 9/11 might indicate
the on-going activity in re-framing and re-interpreting the event of the
official discourses. I concentrate on the rhetoric of jokes without estab-
lishing any causal relationships with events.

It is important to keep in mind that the meaning of a sign be it a
serious concept or a matter of a joke, is arbitrary, time-dependent, and
varies by an interpreter. In regard to The Onion’s irony it means the fol-
lowing: it is unlikely that throughout the 2000s 9/11 as a concept meant

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the same thing. Then, since different audiences perceive, interpret, and
use media materials in various ways, 9/11’s meaning cannot be the same
for everybody. There are two important implications of these two points
for this research. Firstly, it is essential to trace the change in The Onion’s
irony about 9/11 through time rather than assuming that 9/11 stands
for the same thing in 2001 as in 2008. Secondly, my interpretation and
understanding of The Omnion’s 9/11 jokes represents just one of many
possible ones.

The Onion is a weekly newspaper that comes out every Wednesday.
In September 2001 it did not appear when it was supposed to, namely
on September 19. It resumed on September 26 and was nearly entirely
dedicated to the event. About a half of materials of the following, Oc-
tober 10, issue mentioned 9/11 as well. Moreover, there were jokes about
9/11 appearing steadily throughout the whole decade after the attack.
Despite the fact of the stability of 9/11 as a rhetorical frame, media
scholars who studied media coverage of 9/11 by The Onion’s 9/11 have
dealt mostly with the September 26 issue." In this paper, I will go further
to analyse 9/11 humourist representations from a long-term perspec-
tive. More specifically, I will focus on publications made between the
fifth 9/11 anniversary and May 2011 when Osama bin Laden was killed.
Ilook at the persistence of 9/11 jokes in the period well beyond the event
has been settled. How was 9/11 remembered on its fifth anniversary and
during the years that followed, till the moment when Osama bin Laden
was killed? In what contexts does 9/11 appear years after the tragedy?
How do these jokes frame and re-frame the event of 9/11? How is the
nature of pain/victim/perpetrator and the relation with a wider audi-
ence established? Which discursive communities is the irony related to?
What is the politics of irony (inclusion/exclusion, subordination)? What
do The Omnion’s authors try to communicate through these jokes about
post-9/11 collective consciousness of the U.S.?

Objects of Jokes

During the first five years after the event The Ownion recalled 9/11
in the materials that ridiculed such political and social issues as the war
in Iraq, the Patriot Act, and the Detainee Treatment Act of 2005. In the
period from 2006 to 2011 The Onion mentioned 9/11 in relation to the
fifth anniversary of the tragedy; the “War on Terror’ campaign, which
included the Iraq war as well, counter-terrorism measures; the release
of two 9/11 films in 2006, Oliver Stone’s World Trade Center and United
93 by Paul Greengrass; debates about constructing the New York Islamic
Center around Ground Zero; the President Election campaign of 2007—
2008; and, finally, the killing of Osama bin Laden. Political figures that

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were ridiculed the most between 2006 and 2011 in relation to 9/11 were
George W. Bush, Bush’s Vice President Dick Cheney, and the former
New York City Mayor Rudolph Giuliani. In particular, such events as
Bush’s retirement, Dick Cheney’s alleged sternness and heart problems,
Giuliani’s participation in the presidential election campaign became
triggers for The Onion’s humourists.

Among these publications, I find not only event-triggered reports,
but most interestingly, rhetoric-motivated ones. They did not address
any particular events but were informed by specific rhetorical frames
and had to do with long-lasting social phenomena. Such social condi-
tions were fear of terrorists, islamophobia, the state’s security measures,
pragmatic exploitation of and profiting from the tragedy by politicians,
conspiracy theories, and, finally, collective memory about 9/11 itself.

In addition, a number of commentaries had 9/11 events on their
background.

I will focus on rhetorically motivated materials only. They deserve
a particular attention because they have to do with stable interpretative
patterns that circulate in the society, and therefore, their analysis will
permit a better understanding of the reasons and ways of 9/11 becoming
a part of American collective identity and initiated persistent collective
discourses about the post 9/11 American society.

I show that these discourses, which initially intended to contrast
themselves to official memory discourses by allowing for ambiguity in
its steadiness, had become hegemonic, steady, and unilateral in the end.

The following rhetorical patterns were the most frequent on
The Onion’s pages during the period in question: a ‘memory hole} anx-
iety about security measures, 9/11 capitalizers, terrorists and their in-
terrogations, and American islamophobia. I will analyze three of these
patterns in detail leaving the rest for the future research.

Memory Hole

When Ernest Renan in his lecture What is a Nation? stated that for-
getting «is a crucial factor in the creation of a nation»'® he meant that
in order to become a political formation its members should first forget
that they had been different once and that the way towards the current
state of nation lied through brutality, violence, and compulsion. His idea
was provoking since it is commonly assumed that a sense of belonging
or, in other terms, a collective identity very much depends on memory.
On the other hand, it is often said that precisely collective identity is
based on memory of violence and trauma. Moreover, trauma can be the
very trigger of the identity creation, as it was in the case of trauma of
slavery, which led to the emergence of the African-American cultural
identity."”

Interpreting the idea of cultural identity in the light of Ernest Renan’s
theory, one can argue that in order to be a nation or, to put it differently,
in order to obtain a collective identity, members of a community should
forget some things and retain others. The issue about what should be
remembered and what should be forgotten is a battlefield where politi-
cians, critics, experts, moralists fight among each other. Another name
of this battlefield is politics of memory. In regard to the Unites States,
one of the parties, that takes part in this battle, promotes the idea that
the United States of America can be seen as, metaphorically speaking,
the United States of Amnesia. This idea implies that the entire nation
systematically tries to force out painful and shameful memories such
as the war in Vietnam or Abu Ghraib issue, or alternatively, to reframe
them in a way so that actual deaths and sufferings of the country’s citi-
zens or victims of the country’s politics are put aside and the country
itself is remembered as possessing no responsibility for that.'® Whether
9/11 has passed or it is still going through a similar purification is an
interesting question. Whatever the answer would be, it is clear that any
practice of evocation of 9/11 is a part of the memory process. The Onion
takes part in this process and it proposes its own vision of the nation’s
and its authorities’ ability to remember the attacks. It can be assumed
from The Onion’s jokes that the ones who suffer from amnesia are ordi-
nary Americans: «On the fifth anniversary this month, CNN.com will be
streaming footage all day of the network’s televised coverage from Sept.
11th, 2001, enabling viewers to relive it as events unfolded. What do you
think?»', asks the September 8, 2006 issue®.

«September what?» answers Becca Townes, Systems Analyst.

Later on, on May 14, 2009 The Onion asks its ‘readers”:

«Beginning July 4, the crown of the Statue of Liberty will be open to the
public for the first time since Sept. 11, 2001. What do you think?» (Italics
in the original.)*!

Claudia Bunning’s answer is:

«They closed the Statue of Liberty on Sept. 11? Did anything good
happen on that day?» (Italics in the original.)*

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Once more The Onion represents the Americans as having no
memory in the article by a thought-out columnist Michael Jenkes Hey,
Wasn’t There Some Sort Of National Tragedy A Few Months Back? in the
June 6, 2007 issue.?® (22. Jenkes)

As a matter of fact, 2007 was a pretty quit year for the United States.
The last significant tragic events before 2007 took place in 2005 when
the Hurricane Katrina destroyed New Orleans. Thus, the author does
not refer to any particular national tragedy but he rather addresses
the absence of the sense of responsibility, seriousness, and long-term
memory about what had happened to the US previously. The indicator
of this intention is in the following line:

«Because if something like that had actually happened just a few
months ago, I'm sure we'd all still be hearing about it and talking about it
every day»*~.

In other words the author is framing the USA as the United States
of Amnesia and talks about what is known in popular culture as «the
Great American Memory Hole», meaning a lack of collective long-term
memory.

He compares his personal memories with a movie:

«I must be thinking of some movie I saw. But if so, man, it was a pretty
fucked-up movie»*.

This comparison reminds of another one, from the September 26,
2001 issue, from the article entitled American Life Turns Into Bad Jerry
Bruckheimer Movie®® where the major point is that despite the fact that
9/11 looks like a movie in the media it is nevertheless real.

The Onion’s criticism of the 9/11 media coverage can be a separate
research issue and it is not my focus here. What is still important to
notice in regard to the memory issue is that Michael Jenkes’s article is
a good example of the ambivalence of irony. On the one hand, it might
be seen as a parody of a moralist discourse and of those who criticise
Americans for their collective amnesia. On the other hand, it might be
interpreted as a serious statement, The Onion’s critical opinion about
people’s short memory and disrespect directly expressed through the
fist-person narrative.

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In 2009 The Onion thrust Americans once again in the video entitled
Americans Observing 9/11 By Trying Not To Masturbate®. This material
ridicules ordinary people’s practices of commemoration of the national
tragedy. Their inability to respond to 9/11 has already become a matter
of parody in the September 26, 2001 issue.” But while the 2001 issue
described memory practices as a result of an interiorised ideology of
commemoration that became automatic, the 2009 issue emphasises a
restrictive and repressive aspect of memory practices that people re-
luctantly subjected themselves to, and the fact that the agreement to do
so is actually challenged. The challenge to this agreement is expressed
through the last person who speaks in this video:

«I know that I shouldn’t masturbate on this day, but, I don’t know...
Should I not masturbate on Pear Harbour Day too?.. There is literally
nothing in this world that’ll keep me from masturbating»*.

Thus, The Onion equates those memory practices that are repro-
duced mechanically or out of conformism to the absence of memory.
What is also absent in both cases is sincerity, and The Onion seems to be
protecting this value rather then undermining it.

Interestingly, while ordinary Americans are the objects of The Onion’s
irony for their amnesia, the authorities are represented as remembering
9/11 very well, but the newspaper shows their memory as not being sin-
cere. It mocks the ways the state authorities express their grief. In the
articles dealing with this aspect of the 9/11 aftermath The Onion rep-
resents state authorities as being cynic, highly pragmatic, profit-driven,
non-efficient, and neglecting the task to remember.

For example, the September 11, 2006 issue published an article en-
titled NYC Unveils 9/11 Memorial Hole*® which talks about the opening
of the 70-foot hole on the site where the Twin Towers once stood. The
Hole, as the articles says,

«contains over 16 acres of empty space, and is visible as far away as
Hoboken, NJ. Over USD 175 million has been spent on the Hole’s devel-
opment, and thousands of pages of proposals and designs concerning the
site in which the Hole was excavated were reviewed in over 2,800 hours
of meetings. Work crews comprising more than 7,500 welders, equipment

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operators, excavators, and other construction specialists spent long, often
unpaid shifts in its depths»®!.

The Hole is supposed to bring profit to the state and to promote
the clash of civilizations idea. The article hints not only at the fact that
by the fifth anniversary of 9/11 no memorial had been accomplished
allegedly due to the bad management, corruption, and illegal status of
workers involved, but also at the more broad symbolic meaning of the
hole: «... that this deep, empty hole has come to stand not only for the
New York City of today, but also for the transformation of the entire
United States since Sept. 11, 2001»3%

The September 22, 2008 issue suggests yet another variant of a 9/11
memorial which would also be a profit-oriented, blindly patriotic place
revealing the state’s impotence in front of real terrorism.*

Alongside these 9/11 memorials The Omnion reports about another
one, opened by the conspiracy theory advocates.* Thus, those who op-
pose themselves to the official version of the event become objects of
jokes. A similar attitude towards the conspiracy theory supporters can
be found in the video 9/11 Conspiracy Theories Ridiculous, Al Qaeda
Says®* in which a supposed conspiracy theory advocate meets an Al
Quaeda representative. Despite the fact that the latter is scoffed at, the
former one is mocked in not a lesser degree.

Thus, The Onion points its sting at those who forget the tragedy, who
capitalise on it, and who oppose the official version of 9/11. Therefore,
The Onion’s irony is far from being subversive towards traditional values
of respect, esteem, and memory. It can be said that The Onion ridicules
unauthentic ways of mourning and remembering and, as a consequence,
it probably has an idea of an authentic way. But since the principle of
irony is to say things indirectly, this authentic way can be only recon-
structed through hints left by the newspaper’s humourists.

Anxiety and Security Measures

What does The Onion say about 9/11 implications for the society’s
psyche? Its vision can be summarized as follows: the U.S. government
propagated the sense of terror, fear, and anxiety in order to take control
over the population.

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«No, Cheney continued. No, 9/11 is about the warm feeling you get
when you help an elderly woman cross the street and then whisper to her
that the terrorists can strike at any moment. 9/11 is about the satisfaction
of telling people to do things and then them doing it — not because they
want to, but because they are afraid to do otherwise. 9/11 is about removing
Saddam Hussein from power. But most of all, 9/11 is about love».%

A fake George W. Bush takes a similar position:

«Everywhere I look brings back memories. The Blue Room is where
Laura and I put up our first White House Christmas tree. Down the hall,
in the East Room, is where I concocted my favorite signing statement to
circumvent the anti-torture guidelines of the Detainee Treatment Act of
2005, and — ooh! — right across the way is where Cheney and I decided to
use the death of 3,000 Americans on 9/11 and the nation’s subsequent fear
of another attack as an excuse to carry out our long-standing plan to invade
Iraq. I should really get a picture before I leave»™.

Moreover, The Onion ridicules the security measures, which were
taken after the attack for their alleged inefficiency and their provoking
terrorists’ further aggression. In The Omnion’s imaginary world, U.S.
Counter-Counterterrorism Unit exploits Washington Monument in
order to show the Americans how fragile their security is,*® then, the
Department of Homeland Security releases several Guantanamo de-
tainees providing them with necessary means for organization of ter-
rorist acts in order to test the security system®. These two latter ex-
amples are interesting because that they can be interpreted in a way that
The Onion actually does not totally disapprove of the conspiracy theory.
If the former implies that there might be the State behind terrorist at-
tacks, the latter openly labels 9/11 «the botched Sept. 11, 2001 security
preparedness exercise».

Sometimes The Onion’s irony allows for a judgment, which is serious
and straightforward. In respect to the anxiety issue this seriousness can
be found in the following quote:

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«Considering I was in a coma at the time, this will certainly help me
fully assimilate to the scarred, paranoid society into which I awoke»*.

Thus, according to The Onion, one of the consequences of 9/11 is a
state of an excessive anxiety. The Onion ascribes the responsibility for
this condition to the state bureaucracy. Moreover, the newspaper ac-
cuses state bureaucracy for profiting from 9/11, but not only them.

9/11 Capitalizers

Articles dealing with the problem of the post-9/11 memory in the
American society contained several hints on pragmatic and even cynic
uses of the tragedy by political figures. In fact, The Onion dedicates some
of its 9/11 materials to this very issue alone. The Onion seems to imply
that George W. Bush, former Vice President of Cheney personally, the
Bush’s administration in general, and media structures used it to accom-
plish their own egoist plans.

In 2006, two feature films about 9/11 came out: Oliver Stone’s World
Trade Center and United 93 by Paul Greengrass. Both films were criti-
cized for their conservatism, conventionalism, but also for their use of
the 9/11 issue for self-promotion. The Onion follows this line of criticism
«live in a post-United 93 world now», declares the newspaper equating
the damage caused by 9/11 to the damage produced by watching the
film.*

«This film [United 93] will be a touching tribute to the media ex-
ploitation of Sept. 11», says one of the ‘respondents’ in the article First
9/11 Film Coming®. This is another example of the irony which is not
ironic, as it was in the article “Hey, Wasn’t There Some Sort Of National
Tragedy A Few Months Back?” in the June 6, 2007 issue.*

Media exploitation of 9/11 is further criticised in the article, which
mocks at Olive Stone’s «three-and-a-half-hour film»**. Here again
The Onion mocks at the conspiracy theory and media’s pretention to be
showing ‘the reality’ It can be argued that The Onion’s parodies promote
a constructivist vision of the media production and stimulate a critical
stance towards political and media initiatives. In other words, The Onion
propagates the idea that the media reality is not the reality itself but
representation:

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«After seeing that sequence, there’s no way anyone can ever deny again
that there was only one plane in the airspace over the eastern seaboard that
morning», Stone said.*

The concern that viewers will not be able to tell a media show from a
real terrorist event had been already expressed in the 2001 article Ame-
rican Life Turns Into Bad Jerry Bruckheimer Movie*. «An actual scene
from real life» and «Another scene not from a movie» said the captions
for real photos of 9/11 attack placed in the article. These captions sug-
gested that despite the fact that the attack might seem unreal it is not a
special effect.

The Onion emphasises that, once having appeared on the screen,
9/11 representations became embedded into the logic of media produc-
tion. The September 26, 2001 issue contained a thought out TV pro-
gramme grid where all programmes were about 9/11. The October 3,
2001 issue called 9/11 media coverage «Surreality TV»*. The September
8, 2006 issue treated this phenomenon as follows: «I doubt many people
will watch. During that time, FoxNews.com will be airing Pirates of
the Caribbean», says Zac Polk, Interior Decorator, in the article CNN's
Chilling 9/11 Tribute.*

The Onion’s vision of the 9/11 capitalisation includes not only media
structures but also political figures. As various jokes suggest, Rudolph
Giuliani used 9/11 as an investment into his symbolic capital for his
presidential campaign,* George W. Bush used 9/11 as a pretext to invade
Iraq®, Dick Cheney used it to propagate the sense of terror amongst citi-
zens to facilitate manipulation®'. While ordinary Americans, according
to The Onion, do not remember 9/11, Dick Cheney remembers it very
well. In the end all the aforementioned persons are honoured with a
prize for being the tragedy capitalizers.”

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Thus, once more one can see that The Onion’s role in respect to the
memory about trauma is protective. One of the indicators of its protec-
tive intentions is its humourists’ sudden seriousness, which has been
already mentioned before. One more example of this seriousness can be
found in the following quote from the article Congress Honors 9/11 First
Capitalizers:

«Americans who eventually capitalized on the tragedy with their
bullshit advertising, partisan rhetoric, forgettable novels, defence contracts,
and all-around cheap, manipulative sentimentalism»®.

Here The Onion steps back from its ironic tone and turns to straight-
forward accusations.

Conclusion

In the course of ten years since 9/11 The Onion has been developing
ironic narratives about the attack. I have shown how the newspaper re-
membered this event during last five years. There are several discursive
patterns into which 9/11 publications can be qualified. These include
«Memory Hole», the spirit of anxiety and concern with security mea-
sures, and 9/11 capitalizers. I argue that in my reading of these jokes
The Onion does not take a subversive position towards the tragedy it-
self. Instead it rather functions as a censor who ridicules the absence of
memory, perverse forms of commemoration, profit-driven commemo-
ration, and exaggeration of security measures. The newspaper accuses
ordinary Americans of having no memory and state bureaucrats along
with media structures for remembering 9/11 in a cynic way. Speaking
about 9/11 itself, The Onion becomes extremely serious.

Abstract

Abstract

In the article the author comes to the conclusion that pho-
tography is a typical example of «a great invention» that could
be called «products of their time» providing a detailed account
of mobility, a key concept of modernity, as well as characterizing
some special features of positivism — the prevailing scientific-
philosophical paradigm of the time. The second main observa-
tion of the article is that the appearance of photography was ac-
companied by a change in «high» art, which attempted to match
the novelty that the former had introduced. On canvases of this
time (especially impressionist) the fragment of reality made its
appearance. Photography inspired art to become more realistic; it
opened artists’ eyes to a world full of small things, many of which
had been overlooked by most of the predecessors.
